Applying for Residency in France

Prefectures are working as hard as they can to process all applications. There are a
lot to get through so please do be patient with them. 
The French Interior Ministry has assured us that everyone who has a reference
number from their initial online application will get processed.
If you applied several months ago, you can contact your Prefecture for an update, or
indeed the Interior Ministry directly if you believe there could be a problem.
However, please avoid changing your Prefecture appointment at all costs, and try to
respond to Prefecture requests as soon as possible, and keep checking your spam.
We know that individuals not responding and/or skipping appointments only slows
down the process.

We are seeking an answer from the French authorities on this point. As long as you
have applied, it is the Prefecture’s responsibility to process your file and discuss
timings with the Interior Ministry.
The key thing is to get in your application by 30 September 2021 at the latest. Do not
delay.

Get in contact with the UK Nationals’ Support Fund partners now – their support will
soon be starting to wind down, so get in touch before it’s too late.
As of 31 July 2021, the Support Fund project had reached just over 400,000 people
across the board, with 20,000 having had their applications directly supported by a
caseworker. 
UK nationals should consult the Living in France Guide on gov.uk. You can also
access support and guidance available from the French government.

Do you have outstanding questions on residency? Here’s our top three for this month:

I have applied but still not heard from the prefecture, or received
my card. What should I do?

Will the date when cards become compulsory (1 October) change?

What if I need support with my application?

You will find contact details for all the UK Nationals’ Support Fund organisations at the
end of this newsletter, and you can also check out our past newsletters for a profile on
each of them.

The Withdrawal Agreement residency application portal is
open until 30 September.
Don't delay - get your application in as soon as you can to protect
your rights in France. You can add further information or supporting
documents to your file if necessary at a later date – the key thing is to
make the initial application in time. The earlier you apply, the better.

As of 8 July, the FCDO no longer advises against 
non-essential travel to France. France remains on the UK’s 
amber list, but the recommendation for people to not travel to 
amber countries has now been removed. You should continue 
to check FCDO travel advice before booking travel. 
See below for details on travelling between the UK and France.

Current French Anti-Covid Measures

A “pass sanitaire” (or recent evidence of a negative test or recovery from Covid) is
necessary for all adults to access a range of leisure facilities (bars, restaurants,
museums, cinemas), hospitals, retirement homes and modes of transport such as long
distance train and bus journeys and planes. From 30 September this will also apply to all
over-12s. Facemasks remain obligatory in all public indoor areas. 
You can find more information on how to access the “pass sanitaire” (for those resident
in France) or (for those visiting France) how to demonstrate that you are fully vaccinated
in our Travel Advice.

Travel Update

an EU Digital COVID Certificate (EU DCC) for Europe
a CDC card for the USA – you’ll also need to show proof of USA residency, such as
your USA passport, visa or Green Card
an NHS vaccine certificate

Travel to the UK from France

The UK Government confirmed that from 4am on 8 August, fully vaccinated travellers
from France to England, Scotland and Northern Ireland will no longer need to self-isolate
on arrival or take a day 8 test. You can find all details here.

To benefit from this exemption, travellers will need to show proof of being fully
vaccinated with one of the authorised vaccines before travel.

This proof could be:

You must have had your final dose of the vaccine at least 14 days before you arrive in
England, Scotland or Northern Ireland.
Children under 18 who are resident in France (or the US or other EU countries) do not
need to self-isolate or take a day 8 test if travelling from France to England, Scotland or
Northern Ireland. They must follow the same rules as children and young people from
the UK which are available here.

Complete a passenger locator form
Have proof of a negative COVID-19 test taken within 3 days of departure (if 11 years
or over)
Have booked a COVID-19 day 2 test

If you cannot show proof of vaccination, you must follow the rules for those who are not
fully vaccinated, including self-isolating for 10 days and taking a test on day 2 and day 8.
You can find more information about the rules for unvaccinated arrivals here. In
England, you can use the Test and Release scheme to end quarantine early, if you take a
test after 5 days.

All adult travellers (regardless of vaccination status) must:

Children 11 years or older need to complete a pre-departure test. All children over the
age of 5 need to complete a day 2 test.

Travellers also need to complete an attestation to justify leaving France. Returning to
your country of residence or origin is permitted. Full details here.

You may be denied boarding if you do not comply with these requirements, or fined if
found to have broken the rules. 

If you entered France from a red-listed country less than ten days before you arrive in
England, then you will need to use managed quarantine.

There are a small number of exemptions to these rules, which you can find here.

In England, you can still use the Test and Release scheme to end quarantine early, if you
test negative after 5 days.

If you are travelling to Scotland, Wales or Northern Ireland, you can find specific
information here.

proof of vaccination status. If you live in England, France will accept the NHS app or
your NHS letter to demonstrate your COVID-19 vaccination status. If you live in
Scotland or Wales, France will accept your respective NHS letter to demonstrate your
COVID-19 vaccination status. Your NHS appointment card from vaccination centres
is not designed to be used as proof of vaccination and should not be used to
demonstrate your vaccine status;
a completed ‘sworn statement’ (déclaration sur l’honneur) form self-certifying they
are not suffering from symptoms associated with coronavirus and have not been in
contact with confirmed cases in the preceding fortnight. This can be found on the
French government’s website.

a completed International Travel Certificate to confirm their essential reason for
travel. In exceptional circumstances, the French Consulate in London may be able to
assist with travel for an essential reason not listed on the International Travel
Certificate.
a completed ‘sworn statement’ (déclaration sur l’honneur) form self-certifying they
are not suffering from symptoms associated with coronavirus and have not been in
contact with confirmed cases in the preceding fortnight, and that they will self-isolate
for seven days after arrival. This can be found on the French government’s website.
(for those aged 11 or over) evidence of a negative test taken within 24 hours of
departure.

Travel to France from the UK

The UK is currently on the French amber list. You can read more about what this means
here.

Travellers who are fully vaccinated do not need an essential reason to travel to France
and do not need to self-isolate on arrival. Fully vaccinated adults no longer need to
present evidence of a negative test result before travel, but do need the following
documents:

Children aged 12 years old or over who are travelling with a fully vaccinated adult are
required to present a negative test result (PCR or antigen). However, they do not need to
provide an essential reason for travel, nor do they need to self-isolate on arrival.
Children aged 12 years old or over who are unvaccinated and travelling alone are
subject to the same conditions adults who are not fully vaccinated. Children aged 11
years old or younger do not need to present a negative test result to travel.

Those travelling to France from the UK who are not fully vaccinated will only be
permitted to travel for essential reasons (further explanations here). 

They will also need:

And they will need to self-isolate for 7 days after arrival, then take another PCR test
following this period of self-isolation. You can find general advice on travelling abroad
from the UK here.
Children under 18 travelling unaccompanied must also follow the above requirements
for travellers who are not fully vaccinated.

Travel with an ID card 
The rules for travelling to the UK are changing!

From 1 October 2021 most EU, EEA and Swiss citizens will need a
valid passport to enter the UK. 
ID cards will no longer be accepted as a valid travel document. 
If you do not have a passport, you are liable to be refused entry. 
For more information and exceptions visit GOV.UK.

Survey
RIFT has launched a new survey  for all UK passport holders and their families living in
France by 31 December 2020, regardless of whether they have made their application,
received their card or are still waiting for a rendez-vous having applied some months
ago.

Once collated, the aim is to analyse the data to identify any issues and pass them to us
at the British Embassy and to the Ministère de l'intérieur.
