Ensure that fireworks are out, soak
them in water overnight, then put
them in a rubbish bag and in the bin.

Category information can be found on the label.

Category F1, F2 and F3 fireworks are on sale to the general public.
Consumer fireworks will fall into either category F2 or F3 depending
on how much of a safety distance is required. Check you have
enough space to safely use a firework before you buy. Always
follow the Firework Code.
