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Overview

In February 2019, the UK and Switzerland
signed the UK-Switzerland Trade
Agreement which provides the basis for
our trading relationship with Switzerland
and is a platform from which we can begin
the process of negotiating a new and more
ambitious trade deal.

UK businesses currently benefit from our
trade deal with Switzerland, but there are
significant opportunities to enhance this
deal. Opportunities include:

a. Modernising and future-proofing our
agreement to deepen our bilateral
relationship and reduce friction for
businesses trading between the UK
and Switzerland. This could include
removing and lowering tariff and non-
tariff barriers.

b. Increasing coverage in the Free
Trade Agreement (FTA) for Trade in
Services, complementing the UK
and Switzerland’s Services-based
economies and cementing the UK as
an international services hub.

c. Building on our foundation of shared
values to go further on issues such
as trade for sustainability and
gender equality.

We are preparing to open negotiations with
Switzerland to enhance our existing trade
deal. Ahead of agreeing a UK mandate

for these negotiations, the Department for
International Trade is seeking input from
members of the public, businesses, and
other interested stakeholders to inform our
negotiation objectives and understanding
of the economic, environmental and

social impacts of a bespoke FTA with
Switzerland.

This notice sets out your rights with respect
to how we will use your personal data.

interested stakeholders.

The Government is therefore running
an 8-week Call for Input on future trade
negotiations between UK and Switzerland.

The personal information received in
response to the Call for Input will be
processed for the purposes of obtaining
the opinions of members of the public and
representatives of businesses and other
organisations about the matters referred to
in the Call for Input.

In addition, we use your personal data to
help us identify any responses from bots
or other fraudulent sources to maintain
the integrity of the Call for Input. We may
also use your contact details, with your
consent, to get in touch with you to discuss
your response to the Call for Input or to
get in touch to discuss other trade related
issues. Personal information may also be
collected for statistical data, for example
in relation to the types of individuals and
groups that participate in the Call for Input.
We may also use your contact details

to remove your response if you instruct

us to do so.
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Children’s privacy protection

DIT consultations are not designed
for, or targeted at, children aged 13 or
less. It is not our policy to intentionally
collect or maintain data about anyone
aged 13 or less.

Subject to the paragraph above, we will

Should there be
any indication that there will be a business
need to extend this retention period, this
will be robustly reviewed, and any changes
will be clearly outlined and recorded in a
revised notice.

Your rights and access to

You have the right to request a copy of the
personal data that we hold about you.
