Introduction

After the breakup of Yugoslavia in the early 1990s, Serbia formed a union with Montenegro, as
Serbia and Montenegro. In 2006, Serbia and Montenegro each voted to separate and became
Serbia (Republic of Serbia) and Montenegro (Republic of Montenegro), respectively. In 2008,
Kosovo declared its independence from Serbia: this was not recognised by Serbia itself, which
continues to consider Kosovo as part of its sovereign territory. Kosovo’s independence is recognised
by the United Kingdom (along with 96 other countries, see more below).

Geographical names policy

PCGN policy for geographical names in Serbia is to use official sources from Serbia; these may be
written in Serbian Cyrillic or Roman script. Since Serbian is written in both Cyrillic and Roman in the
country itself, the Serbian Cyrillic table of correspondences shows the correspondence between the
official Cyrillic and the official Roman-script forms. If Cyrillic sources are used, the corresponding
Roman script form may be derived with use of this table. It is naturally more straightforward to use
Serbian Roman-script sources, where they are available, for HMG products.

11S0 639 codes are given for the languages mentioned in this Factfile.
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As noted, Serbia’s own view is that the territory of Kosovo remains within Serbia, so Serbian sources
should be used with caution for this area as, since 2008, the UK has recognised Kosovo's
independence. It should be noted, however, that the UN and ISO do not recognise Kosovo's
sovereignty, so information from these organisations will not in all cases be possible to use for HMG
purposes.

Sources for geographical names

The US Board on Geographic Names (BGN) Geographic Names Server is a good source of names for
Serbia.

Serbia maintains a geoportal available at: https://geosrbija.rs/ (though note that this should be used
with proper attention for HMG purposes since it also includes Kosovo).

Language and People

Serbian (srp)? is the sole nationally official language, and some further languages have co-official
status in certain areas. There are five additional official languages in Vojvodina: Hungarian (hun),
Romanian (rom), Slovak (s/k), Rusyn (rsk), and Croatian (hrv). In other municipalities, where a
linguistic minority group comprises more than 15% of the population, the minority language has co-
official status with Serbian?.

As the nationally official language, Serbian geographical names are official across the country. If an
authoritative source showing minority language names is available where that language has official
status, these may also be shown on HMG products.

As noted above, Serbian is written officially in both Cyrillic and Roman scripts, and one can be
derived from the other by means of the Table of Correspondences between the two systems. All
the minority languages are written in Roman script, with the exception of Rusyn (the variant spoken
in Serbia is Pannonian Rusyn); this is written in a Cyrillic alphabet, which can be transliterated with
the BGN/PCGN Romanization System for Rusyn.

In the 2011 census the ethnic composition was recorded 83% Serb, and the largest minorities were
Hungarian (3.5%), Roma (2.1%), and Bosniak (2.0%).

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Administrative structure

Serbia is divided into 145 units at the first-order level (ADM1). These are grouped into an overarching structure of 29 districts (okrug, of which 7
are in the autonomous province of Vojvodina), but BGN and PCGN understand the 145 units (composed of 119 Opstina and 26 Grad (municipalities
and cities) to be the level of territorial administration®. 1SO 3166 lists the 29 districts (plus Vojvodina and Beograd city) as the subdivisions of
Serbia; consequently there are ISO 3166-2 codes for the districts but not for the municipalities and cities. As the municipalities and cities are listed
in the US GNS, they have GENC codes, which can be used should codes be required for these subdivisions. As described earlier, Serbia also includes
Kosovo as an autonomous province in its own listings, but HMG recognises Kosovo's independence, so this is not included here.
