Information
Location

A policy decision was applied to allow customers to self-
serve where possible. Based on the charge type,
customers will be directed to the appropriate website
and email to find further information.

Before: Further information location was the same as
Originating Authority.
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After: Further information location is charge-type dependent,
e.g. “https://pa.bristol.gov.uk/online-
applications/search.do?action=simple” for Conditional
planning consent charges and “landcharges@bristol.gov.uk”
for Highways and paths charges
