When should I call 101?
To report less urgent crime or 
disorder and for general police 
enquiries. For example;
•	if your car has been stolen;
•	if your property has been  

damaged; 
•	when you suspect drug use  

or dealing; or
•	to give the police information  

about crime in your area.

Calls from landlines and mobile  
networks cost 15 pence per call.
