In addition, £10 million has been awarded to improve the energy 

efficiency of homes across local authority areas. This money is intended to 

kick start energy efficiency projects to tie in with the launch of the Green 

Deal. The money will be used for Green Deal household energy efficiency 

assessments to see where energy savings can be made in the home, 

whole house retrofits to demonstrate the benefits of energy efficiency, and 

local events and other activities to raise awareness of the Green Deal. 

DECC awarded funding to 39 successful projects, covering 150 local 

councils across England.
