This being 

photocopies of your bank statements or Utility bills, or similar. NOTE : Parents / 

Guardians of children under 16, need to ensure that appropriate permissions has 

been given by both parents / guardians to enable the child to travel. By authorising 

the form you accept the undertaking that your rights in respect of the child have not 

been limited in any way by order of any court. 

o If applicant is born outside Australia or New Zealand please enclose previous travel 

document showing first entry into Australia or New Zealand. (Hard covered 

blue/black passport, document of identity, parent’s passport). If this document is no 

longer available please provide a written explanation on how you came into 

Australia or New Zealand with approximate dates and place of arrival.
