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Permanent and Fixed Period Exclusions from Schools and Exclusion Appeals in England: 2009/10

SFR17/2011

Overview

This Statistical First Release (SFR) provides information about exclusions from schools and exclusion appeals in England during 2009/10. It reports national trends in the numbers and rates of permanent and fixed period exclusions together with information on the characteristics of excluded pupils such as age, gender, ethnicity, free school meal eligibility, and special educational needs as well as the reasons for exclusion.

The information contained in the underlying data files is shown for all 152 local authorities in England and is based on School Census returns for the 2009/10 academic year. Information is shown for maintained primary, state-funded secondary (maintained secondary, city technology colleges and academies), and maintained and non-maintained special schools (excluding general hospital schools). Data on exclusions were collected two terms in arrears, which means that where a school closed, data was not collected for the last two terms that the school was open. Information was collected from schools open at the time of the relevant termly census. Pupil numbers shown in the files are as at January 2010. Exclusion appeals were collected via the School Exclusion Appeals Survey. A full description of the methods used in the collection of this data can be found in the PDF version of the above SFR.

Information on ethnicity is collected for pupils of compulsory school age and above only.

Totals within the file may not appear to equal the sum of component parts due to the rounding and suppression applied to the data.

File Format and Conventions

Format - Rows in the file are identified as each individual Government Office Region or Local Authority area in England.

Rounding Convention - National and Government Office Region totals have been rounded to the nearest 10 to prevent disclosure of low numbers.

Suppression - Figures less than 5 exclusions/pupils have been suppressed and published as "x". 

Where any number is shown as zero (0), the original figure submitted was zero. Where "." is shown, this denotes that there are no schools of that type in that local authority.

Dummy Records - The Department carried out a checking exercise with local authorities to confirm the number of permanent exclusions recorded. As a result of this checking exercise, 9 extra permanent exclusions were identified, however the checking exercise was unable identify the characteristics of the pupils that received them. Therefore, 9 "dummy records" were added to the data file. These 9 permanent exclusions are included in the overall totals for permanent exclusions, however they are not included in the characteristic breakdowns and are instead "unclassified".

Exclusion appeals - Information is not collected by school type so data is shown in a separate file.
