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Freedom of Information Request 
You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ), in relation to the membership of the Proscribed Organisations Appeals Commission:

In 2008 you disclosed that the membership of the Proscribed Organisation Appeals Commission consisted of two judicial members, Sir Harry Ognall (chair) and Sir Charles Mantell, plus four other legal members and five lay members.  Could you please identify the membership in 2013?

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
The appointment of membership to the Proscribed Organisations Appeals Commission (POAC) is the responsibility of the Lord Chancellor.  The normal position is for the Chairman of the Special Immigration Appeals Commission (SIAC) to be appointed as the Chairman of POAC.  Mr Justice Mitting, who held office as Chairman of SIAC from 2007 to 31 December 2012, was so appointed.  Mr Justice Irwin was appointed as Chairman of SIAC as from 1 January 2013, but has not yet been formally appointed to POAC.    

The other historic appointments to POAC are also time-expired.  The Lord Chancellor will appoint members to POAC in due course.  The appointments can be made rapidly if the need arises.  POAC has not had a case since 2007. 
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
