Freedom of Information Request 
You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

“Thank you for your very helpful reply of 3 April 2013

Previously you had told us that the Core Department spent £21.5M on off-payroll individuals, both over and under £58,200, during the tax year 2011/12. We are trying to reconcile this number with the Core Department figures which appear in the 'Spend on Consultancy and Temporary Staff' table on page 31 of the 'Accounts' you provided us with in your response of 3 April 2013.

That note states that the Core Department spend on those categories was as follows.

Consultancy: £5.4M

Temporary Staff: £33.3M

We are trying to establish the approximate figure for the cost of individuals whose personal services were bought through intermediaries [whether agencies or PSCs]. In the absence of evidence that none of the £5.4M 'Consultancy' and none of the £33.3M 'Temporary Staff' spends relate to off-payroll individuals, it would appear that Core Department could have spent up to a maximum of £38.7M on off-payroll individuals.

If so, this would not agree with the previous figure of £21.5M in answer ab). of FOI 79786. Could please explain more precisely the correct answer to the original question [ab).] we asked and how it is related to the figures stated in the 'Accounts'?”
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
The figure of £21.5m (ab) provided in the response to your request of 17th December (79786) is the total spent on individuals whose services are provided by Capita Resourcing – ie. an intermediary within MOJ Core and its executive agencies.  This does not account for any consultancy spend as clarified in Helen Shinton’s e-mail of 26th March 2013.  

The £33.3m you have quoted refers to spend within MOJ Core only.  In addition to the £33.3m there is also £45.7m expenditure within MOJ’ executive agencies.  This total includes the spend with Capita Resourcing plus temporary staff that are not paid through intermediaries, such administrative and ancilliary grades provided by organisations such as Brookstreet.
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
