Site description / history

Reinden Wood is in part of the East Kent Dry Training
Area, which extends in small blocks in an arc between
Hythe and Dover, extending a few miles inland. This
area around Dover is steeped in military history going
back for centuries. The East Kent Dry Training Area
is rural in character and is used extensively by the
military for tactical training exercises. Situated within
the Kent Downs Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty,
Reinden Wood is an important habitat for woodland
plants and butterflies.

Points of interest

® Information boards along the walk provide a
description of points of interest in the woods,
including:

® Nightingales nesting in the woodland.

® Remains of surface air raid shelters, part of a
Second World War military village.

Restrictions / access times

Reinden Wood is part of the Dry Training Areas and
access to the walk is available at all times. The path
is a combination of public bridleway and permissive
paths agreed with the MOD. It is possible that you will
meet military personnel/vehicles engaging in military
activities or the estate staff carrying out forestry
activities. The land is used for tactical training, using
blank ammunition and pyrotechnics, so be prepared
for sudden noises.
