SECTION F - GENERAL CONDITIONS

9. GENERAL

It is the Bidder’s responsibility to understand all aspects of this ITT.  Any queries arising from this ITT must be submitted in writing to the Contact Officer for this Project.
10. conflicts of interest

The Framework User requires all actual or potential conflicts of interest to be notified to the Framework User at least two weeks before the Closing Date.  The Framework User will consider the actual or potential conflict and will require such conflict to be resolved to the Framework User’s satisfaction prior to the delivery of Bid Responses to this ITT.
11. ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

12. Collusive proposals
