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Freedom of Information Request 
You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

“Could you please inform me of the procedure for registering an unrebutted allegation in the form of an Affidavit of Truth onto the District Registry’”
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the Ministry of Justice holds the information that you have requested and I am pleased to provide it to you. 

It is difficult to ascertain from your question what proceedings you are involved in, if any, but you may find the following information useful.

Affidavits of Truth are used in insolvency cases, admiralty cases and commercial cases amongst others. As it is a High Court matter it can be sworn at a District Registry on payment of a fee (or by a solicitor for payment) and it should be filed at the District Registry where the case is proceeding.
