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'NOTICES

'PENALTY FOR OFFENCES

1. By Section 17(2) of the Military Lands Act, 1892, it is
provided that :— g

If any person commits an offence against any Byelaw
_under this Act, he shall be liable, on conviction before a
court of summary jurisdiction, to a fine not exceeding five
pounds, and may be removed by any constable or officer
authorised in manner provided by the Byelaw from the area
to which the Byelaw applies, and taken into custody without
warrant, and brought before a court of summary jurisdiction
to be dealt with according to law, and any vehicle, animal,
vessel, or thing found in the area in contravention of any
Byelaw, may be removed by any constable or such officer
as aforesaid, and on due proof of such contravention, be
declared by a court of summary jurisdiction to be forfeited
to Her Majesty. .

Garrison, Government House, New Road, Woolwich, where
copies of the Byelaws may also be obtained at the price of one
shilling for each copy.
