Service inquiries 
 
The law governing Service inquiries and relevant guidance is set out in JSP 832 (Guide to 
Service Inquiries) to which reference should be made. The principal legislation governing 
Service inquiries is the Armed Forces Act 2006, section 343 and the Armed Forces (Service 
Inquiries) Regulations 2008 [SI 2008 No. 1651] See Chapter 37 (Armed Forces act 2006 – 
Statutory Instruments and Defence Council Regulations).  JSP 832, 1.6 sets out other JSPs to 
which reference should be made depending upon the circumstances.  Legal advice must be 
sought in relation to any decision whether or not to establish an inquiry.
