Map sheet layout

Each map in Volume 2 is presented twice, with the main ES map (published November 2013) on the left hand page and the SES and AP2 ES map on the right. For the CT-o5 and CT-06 map series, the SES and AP2 ES map is
annotated with different coloured clouds which highlight the areas of change. The coloured text box provides a brief description of the design change and amendment, and gives the SES and AP2 ES reference number. Only maps
which have been amended as a result of the SES and AP2 ES are included within the map books. Other design changes which are within the existing limits of the Bill and do not result in new or different likely significant effects are
also shown on the maps, but are not indicated by a cloud. The below table highlights the coloured clouds used, and their description.

Map orientation

The majority of the maps presented in these map books are presented with the railway alignment running horizontally across the page. The direction of travel to London would be following the alignment to the right hand side of the
page, and the West Midlands to the left.

The exception to this, are map series LV-03 and LV-04, which present the alignment running from bottom to top of the page. This is to allow more of the modelled outputs to be shown at the appropriate map scale. In this instance,
the direction of travel to London would be to the bottom of the page, and the West Midlands to the top.
