Corsley 29 (Part) Diversion Order and  
Definitive Map and Statement Order 2015 

 
Notice is hereby given that the above referenced Order has been 
submitted to the Secretary of State for Environment, Food and Rural 
Affairs for determination.  An Inspector will be appointed by the Secretary 
of State to determine the Order. 
 
The start date for the above Order is 18 November 2015. 
 
Consideration of the Order will take the form of a hearing. 
 
The Hearing will be held at Wiltshire Council Offices, Unit 9, Ascot 
Court, Aintree Avenue, White Horse Buisness Park, North Bradley, 
Trowbridge, BA14 0XA on Thursday 17 March 2016 at 10.00am. 
 
The effect of the Order, if confirmed without modifications, will be to 
divert the public footpath running from OS Grid Reference ST 8212 4570 
on the south western boundary of 22 Heathway, Corsley Heath leading 
north east for approximately 41 metres with a width of 1½ feet to OS Grid 
Reference ST 8214 4574 to a line running from OS Grid Reference ST 
8212 4570 on the south western boundary of 22 Heathway, Corsley Heath 
leading north north west for approximately 38 metres then east for 32 
metres to OS Grid Reference ST 8214 4574 having a width of 2 metres, 
as shown on the order map.  If confirmed the order will also have the 
effect of modifying the Warminster and Westbury Rural District Council 
Area definitive map and statement dated 1953 accordingly.

Timetable for sending in statements of case  
 
Within 8 weeks of the start date [by 13 January 2016] 
The Order Making Authority must ensure their statement of case is received 
by the Secretary of State.  As soon as possible after the deadline, the 
Secretary of State will send a copy (excluding copies of any supporting 
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documents, although these will be available to view at the Authority’s 
offices) to everyone who has made an objection or representation, the 
applicant and any other person who has written to us in respect of the 
Order.   
 
Within 12 weeks of the start date [by 10 February 2016] 
Everyone who has made an objection or representation and anyone who 
wishes to give evidence at the Hearing must ensure their statement of 
case1 is received by the Secretary of State.  As soon as possible after the 
deadline, the Secretary of State will send copies to the Authority, the 
applicant, every person who has made an objection or representation and 
any other person who has written to us in respect of the Order (excluding 
copies of any supporting documents, although these will be available to 
view at the Authority’s offices).  
 
Within the same period the applicant (if applicable) must ensure their 
statement of case is received by the Secretary of State.  As soon as 
possible after the deadline, the Secretary of State will send a copy to the 
Authority, everyone who has made an objection or representation and any 
other person who has written to us in respect of the Order (excluding 
copies of any supporting documents, although these will be available to 
view at the Authority’s offices). 
 
All parties must keep to the timetable set out above and ensure that 
statements of case are received by the Secretary of State on time.  Late 
documents will be returned.
