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Purpose: To advise local residents on what to do where the activities
at licensed premises are causing a problem.

A premises licence is required to authorise:
* The sale or supply of alcohol;

* Regulated entertainment (music, dancing, film, theatre, indoor sport, boxing and wreg
* The sale of hot food and/or hot drinks between 23.00hts and 05.00hrs.

Local residents can request that their licensing authority review a premises lice wh

premises are undermining one or more of the licensing objectives; the obj

* The prevention of crime and disorder;

* Public safety;

* The prevention of public nuisance; and

* The protection of children from harm. ‘

It is worth considering other options before requesting a r of a licCHgE, including:
* Talking to those who manage the premiges to le kno out the problem and give them the
opportunity to address the issues;

ose who manage the premises on your behalf; or
* Talking to the relevant “responsible authori ority exercising environmental health functions

The licensing authority for the area in which the prer‘s ar be able to confirm who the

responsible authorities are in each case.

A licensing authority must act on requests for revi onsider the request to be irrelevant,

repetitious, frivolous or vexatious. Frivolo WO ncern minor issues which the licensing
authority could not reasonably be required t remedy. Representations may be considered
vexatious if they appear to be intended to caus i nnoyance without reasonable cause.

The licensing authority will advertise t for review of the licence has been received, and allow
a period of 28 days for other pe sentations to it (such representations can be for or against

the licensing sub i ar representations from all parties involved.

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You must then give the authority at least 5 working days notice (prior to the start of the hearing), advising:

* If you will attend the hearing in person;

* Whether you will be represented by someone else (e.g. councillor, MP, lawyer, residents’ association
representative, friend);

* If you think that a hearing is unnecessary (if, for example, the parties have come to an agreement before the
formal hearing); or

* You may also request permission for another person to attend the hearing, and must 3

Once the sub-committee has listened to and considered all views and evidence, it mu any)
action is appropriate to promote the licensing objectives. Actions can include:
* No action;

* Modifying the conditions of the licence (change, add or remove conditj operating hours),
* Excluding a licensable activity from the licence;

* Removing the designated premises supervisor;

* Suspending the licence for a period (not exceeding 3 months); or

* Revoking the licence.

If you appeal against a licensing authog is1 d you are unsuccessful, the magistrates’ court can award
costs against you if it sees fit. This w@llld mean t ould have to pay other parties’ legal costs as well

However, the Magi iati§fl) and the Justices’ Clerks Society has advised that awarding
costs for a licensing appeal sho igf and not a rule, and any resident with reasonable grounds for

If the licence h 7 i licensing authority’s decision, the appeal will be heard by the magistrates’
court. The licen i respondent to the appeal and may call you (and any other person or
responsible autho¥i , support of its case.
