1. Atthe hearing on 18 May 2016 I was given the opporiunity to respond to the evidence
provided by Sergeant Sl I now wish to take the opportunity to clarify several

points.

2. At the time the incident took place on 8 May 2003 I am confident that the door of the
warrior was broken and had to be opened manually from the outside. This will be

evidenced in the mamtenance log for the vehicle.

3. When we arrived at Bridge 4 and came to a standstill the door was opened from the
outside by Guardsmen SISl 1 am almost certain that when Guardsman SJOKIS
opened the door he was accompanied by Sergeant SIOXIS

4. It could not have been the case that Guardsman [SJONEKSY or I opened the door
manually from the back of the Warrior. There is only a small window on the back door
and you could not see properly out of &. Accordingly we would not have been able to

assess if the situation was safe.

5. We were ordered to dismount from the warrior once the door was open. We would not

have done so otherwise.

6. In the period of time from our getting the looters out of the vehicle and being told to
‘mount up’ again Sergeant[SIOlR] remained on the ground with us. Itis incorrect that
he returned to, or remained in, the Warrior.

7. As stated, m the back of the Warrior you cannot see out clearly so I am unsure how
exactly the vehicle was manoeuvred. I am however certam that no person returned to

the Warrior to manoeuvre it while other members of the Callsign remained on the bank.
