2. A separate application must be submitted for each vehicle/trailer.
3. If it is a first test or otherwise does not qualify as in 4. below, two “Polaroid” or similar colour photographs approximately 75mm (3”) square should be provided of the vehicle in its current livery, one showing the front and one side of the vehicle and another showing the rear and the other side. These will be glued to the certificate and endorsed by the station as accurately portraying the vehicle. Digital photographs are acceptable provided they are of good resolution and printed on proper photographic paper.
4. If there is a GV60 test certificate in existence which simply requires renewing, no new photographs are required provided;

a. item 9 has not been laminated over, and 
b. it shows photographs of the vehicle in its current livery and condition.
5. TIR inspection requires all parts of the load area to be assessed; to facilitate this vehicle presenters can produce photographic evidence, at the time of test, of the roof and its structural fittings for each vehicle submitted for examination.
Where an inspector is happy that there is sufficient evidence in the images to satisfy the roof area is not compromised and meets the necessary criteria there will be no need to conduct a visual examination of this part of the vehicle.
The conditions are such that images;
· must clearly identify the vehicle being presented,
· must clearly show the roof structure of the vehicle to be inspected,
· show the attachment points of the vertical structural members joining the roof structure to the sides,
· show detailed images of all mandated jointing devices and bonding methods,
· be presented at the time of inspection in a high-quality format, 

· may be digital images (or video) or printed photographs.
DVSA reserve the right to conduct a visual inspection of the complete load area if there is any doubt as to the integrity of the vehicle roof or evidence supplied. In such cases, if appropriate inspection facilities are not available at the presenters chosen premises the vehicle will be failed and will only be re-examined at an alternative suitable location.

There are a small number of vehicle types which due to the technical nature of their construction photographic evidence may not be able to shown the detail required and a full visual inspection will be required (i.e. curtain sided). Presenters of these vehicles should chose a location with full inspection facilities for the examination.

8. An unregistered vehicle may be inspected, however, the Certificate of Approval will be withheld until the registration document is produced to confirm the registration mark.
9. If the trailer or semi-trailer does not bear a chassis number or an official permanent identification mark, application for one should be made to DVSA.
10. Should you wish to have your vehicle inspected at a non-DVSA approved site you must complete an IVA9, Apply for a model report or tilt examination at a non-DVSA site (IVA 9) - GOV.UK, and submit it along with your application. You must also ensure the site complies with current DVSA H&S inspection facility requirements. Undercover facilities for the full examination of the vehicle including the roof and underside should be readily available. Ladders and steps are not considered an acceptable method for roof inspections. A current site-specific risk assessment must be available to view. The DVSA reserves the right to refuse to inspect at any premises it deems to be unsuitable
11. Unless adequate notice is given, usually 3 days, that the vehicle will not be presented for inspection at the place and time appointed the fee paid will not be refunded.

12. When an applicant has neither proceeded with nor cancelled an application after 3 months from the date of receipt the application will be deemed to have been cancelled. The fee will be refunded less an administrative charge.
