The Serbian Cyrillic lowercase italic M (U+041F) may sometimes be seen as 4. There is no specific
Unicode encoding for this variant form so a comparable character has been used here for
illustrative purposes.

The Serbian Cyrillic lowercase italic T (U+0422) may sometimes be seen as . There is no specific

Unicode encoding for this variant form so a comparable character has been used here for
illustrative purposes.
