Thank you for your request in which you asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):
New request 
I seek the information on custody outcomes of custody remands for each magistrates’ court by Local Justice Area. I seek the same information for each crown court, in whatever way is available. 

So for example in my own area, I would like to know of the people sentenced to remand custody by Willesden Magistrates’ Court, what percentage of those people ultimately end up sentenced to immediate custody?  And the same, for example, of those remanded by Harrow Crown Court.

1. What proportion of all defendants remanded into custody are subsequently   

    convicted and receive an immediate custodial sentence in a) each Magistrates’   

    Court and b) each Crown Court in England and Wales (i.e. BROKEN DOWN BY 
    AREA)?

2. What proportion of men remanded into custody are subsequently convicted and  

    receive an immediate custodial sentence in a) each Magistrates’ Court and b) each 
    Crown Court in England and Wales (BROKEN DOWN BY AREA)?

3. What proportion of women remanded into custody are subsequently convicted and 
    receive an immediate custodial sentence in a) each Magistrates’ Court and b) each 
    Crown Court in England and Wales (BROKEN DOWN BY AREA)?

4. Same figures for Acquitted?
