You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):  
I am a Research Fellow supported by the Griffins Society, researching the resettlement experiences of foreign national women released into the community after release from custody in England and Wales. 

I would like to request information on the number of foreign national women in custody in England and Wales who were released into the community in 2018, without being deported at the end of their sentence. In addition, I would like to request information on the number of foreign national women who were removed, or were served deportation orders whilst in custody. 

Ideally this would be the most up-to-date statistics you have access to, but it could also be for a time period before 2018. Ultimately, I am interested in a gendered breakdown of the number of women served deportation orders in custody, and the number of foreign national women released into the community post custodial sentence.
Your request has been handled under the FOIA.
In relation to the part of your request regarding the number of foreign national women in custody in England and Wales who were released into the community without being deported at the end of their sentence, I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have requested and I have provided it in the attached Table 1 which shows the number of female Foreign National prisoner releases into the community (after having served a prison sentence), 2017; England & Wales (latest currently available).
Please note that the figure presented in the above table include those female Foreign National prisoner releases into the community with a non-deportation release code, but may also include those, for example, who were released into the community and then deported some days later.
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
