National Lottery Shares 2009 – Public Consultation on the Shares of National Lottery Money for the Arts And Film, Sport and Heritage Post 2009.


Background

1. The Government (Department for Culture, Media and Sport) has announced a public consultation on what proportion of Lottery money is allocated to the arts and film, sport and heritage after 2009, and what the policy should be on how Lottery money is spent in each of these good causes. The Government has also decided that these causes will continue and that there will be no new good causes added apart from the time-limited cause of the London Olympic Games in 2012.
2. The current shares for the causes of arts and film, heritage and sport are set until January 2009. The present proportion of National Lottery money going to each of the good causes in this consultation is divided in the following way. Heritage, sport, and arts and film all currently receive 16.7%. The remaining 50% which goes to the good cause of “charities, education, the environment and health” has already been decided and is not part of this consultation
3. The consultation is aimed at anyone who is interested in National Lottery funding to the arts and film, heritage and sport. This includes interested members of the public, National Lottery ticket buyers together with those who do not play, Lottery grant beneficiaries, and professionals working within the good cause areas.

4. The consultation period closed on 28th February 2006. After examining the responses received DCMS will present their findings from the consultation and the decisions which arise from these in June 2006. DCMS will announce in June 2006 what will happen to shares of lottery funding post 2009.

ANNEX A

1. ARTS

1.1 DCMS propose to continue the policies for the arts good cause. Do you agree?

Strongly Agree

LA’s should be able to apply on behalf of community groups where need is justified. Often the level of support given by LA as in kind contributions is greater than the grant requested. So by allowing LA to passport funding to groups means that both the Lottery and the LA are providing maximum contributions given to Community from all sources. By providing Lottery funding for events and because of the skills needed to apply and stage events skills are being embedded within the community
1.2 DCMS highlight some new areas such as: Celebrating the Nation, Taking part, Arts and Health, Children and Young People, Advocacy – that, if money were available, might be addressed. Do you agree?

Strongly Agree

Yes, should be scope to work with clients with a range of health needs. Good innovative work is already taking place and this needs to be extended rather than introducing new initiatives. This Council is already working on such projects and the key is how they link with other initiatives or partners to make them sustainable. Projects should be Cultural in the widest sense rather than just Art focussed. To ensure widest coverage and impact we think that LSP’ s should be able to deliver projects

2. FILM

2.1 DCMS propose to continue the policies for the "film" part of the arts good cause. Do you agree?

Agree

We welcome support for a diverse range of Films if they aren’t completely random subjects. If possible Films should be linked to wider themes and initiatives eg Culture 10 programme. Also links should be made with specific themes such as Education, Tourism,Advocacy. Widening access is welcomed as long as the need to ensure that increased access will ultimately lead to initiatives being sustainable and resourced in future. Certainly web based technology could be developed to bring this about. 

 2.2 DCMS highlight the new area of enabling young people to develop their creative and social skills through film that, if money were available, might be addressed. Do you support this view?

Support

Yes it is a good thing to help people engage in Film but this must be in a structured way and not in isolation and should as far as possible link to wider strategies and be relevant to particular client groups eg Children and Young People

3. HERITAGE

3.1 DCMS propose to continue the policies for the heritage good cause but highlight a number of new areas such as: High Streets with their own character. Do you agree?

 Strongly Agree

Nationally and locally designated buildings and areas of special architectural/historic merit should be ahead of shops and retail premises for Lottery money. Provided that resources allow there is merit in preserving and enhancing the special character and local distinctiveness of high streets and shopping areas,focused on architectural and townscape character rather than retail premises. Other initiatives proposed eg Public Art should be used to ‘complement’ other regeneration initiatives.

3.2 DCMS propose that, if money were available, would you support that Learning and Skills issues for tomorrow be addressed?

Support  

Important that LA’s can continue to apply in their own right and on behalf of others to all Lottery initiatives involving improving and restoring open spaces. Main focus should be on training in traditional building skills of which there is a critical shortage to ensure sufficient capacity in the profession accredited in conservation work. Best way to do this would be for HLF to fund traineeships/modern apprenticeships using other funding routes available to schools, colleges and the LSC’s 

4.     SPORT

4.1 DCMS propose to continue the policies for the sport good cause but highlight a number of new areas such as 2012 Olympics: Team preparations, 2012 Olympics: Sports development, 2012 Olympics: Sporting legacy, that, if money were available, might be addressed. Do you support this view?

Agree 

We welcome the London Olympics but feel strongly that the benefits of the games must be felt countrywide and not just in London. The regions must share the benefits/investments of the games and support should be aimed at developing an athletes potential within their own community as far as possible. It is important that legacy is linked to other strategies in particular wider economic benefits and a sense of place. These linkages are important to enable future projects/events to be sustainable

4.2 DCMS also propose that if more money was available do you support the need for the following: more and better community facilities, using sport to improve community life?

Support

The building of new facilities needs to be linked strategically with a need to link new capital investment to other initiatives and clubs in the local area to achieve sustainability. Funding should be available at 100% intervention rates with LA’s eligible to apply in their own right and them having a say on the strategic linkages of projects within their own areas. Also it is important for LA’s to help clubs ‘passport’ expertise and benefits to other service providers such as PCT’s and LEA’s

5. EQUALITY OF ACCESS TO FUNDING

5.1 Do you agree that all areas should have access to money within these good causes but that the Lottery should continue to address need where appropriate?

Strongly Agree

The introduction of, or moves towards developing, a single first stage application form would help as long as it was available both electronically and on paper. Capacity Building for people and groups at a local level is needed to enable them to apply and to lead bids on behalf of others.

Build on the success of ‘Fair Shares’ initiative and target resources at deprived areas using indicators of deprivation together with amounts of previous lottery leverage that areas have secured

6. BALANCE OF GOOD CAUSE FUNDING

6.1 Since 1998, arts and film, heritage and sport have each had an equal share of 16.67% of Lottery money. Do you agree that should continue?

Strongly Agree

We agree that each of the good causes should have equal shares of Lottery money,however, it is important to get funds to applicants more quickly. This could be done by distributors providing more support and making the whole process easier and more transparent. Distributors should work more closely together to try and ensure complementarity between current programmes. 

Also any unspent balances held by Distributors should be given to projects so that the maximum Revenue goes to good causes

7. FUTURE DIRECTIONS 

7.1 DCMS believe that Lottery money should not be allowed to become a substitute for funding that would normally fall to mainstream Government spending. However, the Lottery can still support things with recognised strong public support and Lottery grants can enhance mainstream public services.

Do you agree?
Strongly Agree
The creation of new and separate initiatives is broadly welcomed however, this council believes there should be a clear distinction between what should be funded through statutory expenditure and that funded through the Lottery e.g. initiatives involving PE in Schools,Palliative Care,Healthy Eating could be mainstream funded rather than Lottery. Social Enterprise’s should be considered to maximise the sustainability of all projects, helping to create employment opportunities for local people

7.2 Decisions on which projects to fund should be made independently by Lottery distributors. But it is necessary for UK Government, and where appropriate, the devolved administrations in conjunction with the UK Government, to set an overall framework of control. This should be at a high level only. Do you agree?

Strongly Agree

Local Authorities can benefit as grant recipients and indirectly by awards made to their local communities. They also contribute by providing partnership funding, advice on grant applications to distributors and by supporting applicants.  

The Lottery distributors should recognise the significant role played by local authorities in trying to ensure that their communities get a fair deal from lottery funding and that lottery funding in turn helps contribute to local strategic aims.
