Motorcycle and scooter (excluding e-scooter) traffic fell by 1.1% in 2019
compared to the previous year. Motorcycle traffic has declined over the last ten
years, from a peak in the mid-2000s.
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Motorcycle and scooter traffic trends have fluctuated across the different road types in recent years.
Urban minor roads have seen a 15% increase over the last five years, in contrast to a decrease on
motorways and on rural minor roads.

Results from the National Travel Survey (NTS) indicate that the average distance ridden per
motorcyclist in England has been fairly stable over the last decade, although it has had year-to-
year variability.
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
