The HMP Frankland numbers include the directly employed psychology staff that work on the Westgate Unit within the prison.

It is worth noting that qualified psychologists are now required to be registered with the Health and Care Professions Council (HCPC) hence whilst chartered status with the British Psychological Society is relevant, it is registered status as a forensic (in this case) psychologist which is the legal requirement.  I can confirm that the numbers in this table for ‘qualified’ staff represent those who are registered forensic psychologists.
