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SEVENTEEN YEARS OF PROGRESS

SAPTESPREZECE ANI DE PROGRES

Moldova has made significant progress in the last 17 years and the UK is proud to have played a part .

There has been economic growth, an improvement in public services and a new approach to social assistance that better
targets the poorest citizens. A million people came out of poverty between 1999 and 2009, representing a halving of pov-
erty levels. These advances are impressive and with our time in Moldova ending in March 2011, we in the Department for
International Development (DFID) are proud to have played a part. We have contributed nearly £35 million to Moldova’s
progress since 1994.

DFID is the UK Government ministry responsible for delivering assistance to the world’s poorest countries. Moldova no
longer fits in this category, having advanced to middle-income country status in January 2009 with most of the Millennium
Development Goals either met or on track.

Although DFID activities are ending, this is by no means the end of the UK’s involvement or support. We expect Moldova
to become an increasingly important trading partner with the UK and funding will continue to come through the EU and
other multilateral agencies — some 15% of the money the EU spends in Moldova is from the UK. Through the British Em-
bassy Chisinau, the UK will continue to work closely with multilateral organisations to ensure support remains focused on
helping Moldova on the road to European integration.

Pe parcursul acestei perioade a fost inregistratd o crestere economica constanta, o imbunatétire a calitatii serviciilor publice
si 0 mai buna directionare a asistentei sociale catre cei nevoiasi. Un milion de persoane a reusit sa iasa din saracie intre anii
1999 si 2009, ceea ce a determinat injumatatirea nivelului sdraciei pe tara. Aceste realizari suntimpresionante si la momen-
tul incheierii programului Departamentului pentru Dezvoltare Internationala (DFID) in Republica Moldova in martie 2011,
suntem mandri s constatam importanta aportului nostru la atingerea acestor rezultate. incepind cu anul 1994 contributia
noastra la dezvoltarea tarii a constituit circa 35 milioane de lire sterline.

DFID este un minister al Guvernului Marii Britanii responsabil pentru acordarea de asistentd pentru cele mai sarace tari din
lume. Din ianuarie 2009 Moldova nu mai face parte din aceasta categorie, obtinind statutul de tara cu venituri medii. In
acelasi timp, Moldova a demonstrat un progres semnificativ in realizarea Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare ale Mileniului.

Desi activitatile DFID in Moldova se apropie de sfirsit, acest fapt nu semnifica incetarea sustinerii din partea Marii Britanii.
Moldova devine un partener comercial din ce in ce mai important pentru tara noastra. in acelasi timp, sustinerea noastra
financiara va continua prin intermediul Uniunii Europene (UE), precum si prin alte agentii multilaterale — in jur de 15%
din fondurile UE pentru Moldova constituie aportul Marii Britanii. Ambasada Britanica la Chisinau va continua cooperarea
strinsa cu organizatiile multilaterale, pentru a asigura contributia acestora la procesul de integrare europeana a tarii.

DFID has helped transform Moldova

Until the start of the global economic crisis, poverty levels in Moldova had been
falling — poverty was measured at 73% in 1999 and 26% in 2009. Between 1994
and the end of the DFID programme in 2011, nearly £35 million of UK aid will have
been allocated across the sectors shown in the chart below.

Among Moldova’s achievements since 1994, DFID has helped the government:

« establish a system for the strategic planning and implementation of its
policy priorities based on the medium-term budget planning process.
This has allowed spending to be focused on agreed national development
priorities and has helped achieve political consensus over difficult choices.

« improve the quality of public services and the support it can offer to the
poorest in society. We helped bring in a new cash benefits system in 2009
which, by September 2010, was supporting 50,000 of the poorest families.
Now, 66% of social support beneficiaries found in the lowest income decile
decile are allocated 76% of the budget spent for social support, whereas
before, only 17% of this group received social compensations. We expect
this focus to improve further.

« createamodern civil service and strengthen the Central Public Administration
through improvements to its structure and a clear division between policy
making, policy implementation and service delivery functions.

« putin place theinstitutional framework for balanced regional development.
In 2010 we provided support for the implementation of 14 regional
development projects in the areas of business development, infrastructure,
water and sanitation.

« improve the environment for rural business development, by promoting
lasting economic growth with benefits for the poorest people. This resulted
in the creation, between 2002 and 2006, of nearly 1,300 rural businesses and
6,200 jobs, mostly in agriculture.

« improve the use of statistical indicators in policy making: the National
Bureau of Statistics now provides EU standard, gender disaggregated data
about poverty and employment.

« with the conflict resolution and peace building process by increasing
cooperation between people on both sides of the Nistru river. With our
assistance officials, political leaders, civil society and journalists established
and maintain a framework of dialogue between the two sides.

+ increase aid coordination and effectiveness: we actively promoted the
Moldova Partnership Principles on the basis of the EU Code of Conduct on
the Division of Labour, helping to bring about better collaboration between
donors.

The economic progress helped Moldova
. move into Middle Income status

Much has changed in Moldova during the 17 years since DFID first provided
support. The country’s progress from a newly independent state to the status of
an Eastern EU partner has been impressive. Although the economic downturn has
added to the challenges, behind the scenes people have been working to lay the
groundwork on which future prosperity will be built.

There have also been vast improvements in democracy, governance and support
to the poorest in society. Economic growth has averaged around 6% for much of
the last decade and the rise in GDP has seen the country achieve Middle Income
status. Fundamental government reforms are underway and public services have
been much improved.

Moldova is currently half-way towards achieving the Millennium Development
Goals. The main achievements of the country are towards eradicating poverty,
reducing infant and maternal mortality, extending the amount of natural land
protected by the state, increasing the role of information technology and creating
partnerships for development. More needs to be done in the area of education,
gender equality, combating HIV/AIDS and tuberculosis and ensuring people have
access to improved water and sewerage.

Se cer masuri adaugatoare in domeniul
educatiei, egalitatii de genuri, combaterii HIV/SIDA si a tuberculozei si pentru
asigurarea accesului imbunatatit al oamenilor la sisteme de aprovizionare cu apa
si canalizare.

DFID has worked closely with the Government
. and the donor community

The key to our success in Moldova has been our commitment to working in
partnership with the government, civil society and other donors—working together
to identify, design and implement necessary and often difficult changes.

A joined-up approach from government and donors is also vital. In 2006 we joined
with them to sign the Development Partnership Framework and helped to set
up a government-led aid coordination mechanism. Coordination groups were
created for sectors in such areas as social assistance, regional development and
conflict resolution. To reinforce this coordination, we joined the government and
donors in signing Partnership Principles in March 2010 that aim to allocate donors
to specific sectors thus avoiding duplication of work. Joint design and delivery of
programmes with the government and other donors also increase efficiency.

In 2006 we set up a pool of funds with the Swedish government (SIDA - Swedish
Agency for International Development) to support the implementation of the
country-wide social assistance reform. Similarly, in 2008 we set up a funding pool
for regional development. Together with the World Bank and other development
partners, we have contributed to public administration reform and the re-
structuring of the country’s public finance management system. This approach
should ensure that the work we have been involved in will be continued by our
partners after our programme ends.

The European Commission hasa particularlyimportant role in partnership working.
We have ensured that our programmes complement the EC's programmes and
the steps that Moldova is taking towards European integration.

S-au creat grupuri de Coordonare sectoriale
precum cele din domeniul asistentei sociale, dezvoltarii regionale si solutionarii
conflictului transnistrean. in scopul consolidarii acestei coordonari, ne-am alaturat
guvernului si donatorilor la semnarea Principiilor de Parteneriat in martie 2010,
conform carora fiecare donator se specializeaza in unele sectoare specifice, astfel
evitindu-se dublarea activitatii donatorilor in acelasi sector.



Elaborarea si implementarea programelor in comun cu guvernul si
cu alti donatori, de asemenea, contribuie la sporirea eficientei. in
2006, impreuna cu guvernul Suediei (SIDA - Agentia Suedeza pentru
Dezvoltare Internationald) am format un fond comun de mijloace
financiare pentru a asistaimplementarea reformei asistentei sociale
in intreaga tara. in mod similar, in 2008 am participat la crearea
unui fond comun pentru dezvoltarea regionala. impreuna cu Banca
Mondiala si cu alti parteneri de dezvoltare am contribuit la reforma
administratiei publice centrale si la restructurarea sistemului de
management al finantelor publice. Aceasta abordare va asigura
continuitatea activitatilor, la care am participat, de catre partenerii
nostri.

. Getting the money to where it is needed

Vasile Bulicanuis head of the budget coordination sectionin the Ministry of Finance.
It is his job to bring together budget requests from across the government.

DFID helped to introduce a new budget planning process known as the Medium
Term Expenditure Framework (MTEF). “In the past, ministries sent us a figure and
that was it,” says Vasile. “We weren't told the priorities for the year or if the money
was going to a sustainable project. It was impossible to know if it was enough
or too much. The Ministry of Education, for example used to simply say, ‘Give us
10 million for our needs. Now they tell us they need 50,000 lei for school repairs,
250,000 lei for salaries and money for the children’s breakfast.”

Development of the new instrument started in 2002 and was further strengthened
through theimplementation of the National Development Strategy. The MTEF had
arough ride, surviving several changes of government and the early scepticism of
many officials. There are still challenges in training civil servants to use the tool,
but it is now in place and helping with the budget process.

Lilia Gantea, of the Ministry of Health, sees the benefits of the new tool every day.
“The main advantage is the clarity,” she says. “You know that if you have a figure
there, you stick to it”

The MTEF also strengthens the link between policy and the budget.“Our ministers
have changed quite often and all of them have their own priorities,” explains Lilia.
“With a well constructed three year plan it's easier for us to keep some continuity
in our work!”

The World Bank is continuing to help the Moldovan government improve its
financial management by funding further work to strengthen its macroeconomic
forecasting and expenditure management.

. Alocarea resurselor in functie de necesitatile reale

pentru anul respectiv, sau daca mijloacele banesti aveau sa fie utilizate intr-un
proiect durabil. Era imposibil de stiut, daca suma ceruta era suficienta sau prea
mare. Ministerul Educatiei, de exemplu, solicita pur si simplu,,Dati-ne 10 milioane
pentru necesitatile noastre” Acum ei ne spun ca au nevoie de 50 000 lei pentru
reparatia scolilor, 250 000 lei pentru salarii si o suma concreta pentru dejunul

copiilor”

Dezvoltarea noului instrument a inceput in 2002 si a fost sustinutd in continuare
prin implementarea Strategiei Nationale de Dezvoltare. CCTM a trecut prin
numeroase incercari, supravietuind unor schimbari de guvern si atitudinii sceptice
de la inceput din partea multor oficiali. Mai exista provocari in ceea ce priveste
formarea abilitatilor functionarilor publici de a utiliza acest instrument, dar el este
deja stabilit si ajuta la procesul de elaborare a bugetului.



Lilia Gantea de la Ministerul Sanatatii observa beneficiile noului
instrument in fiecare zi. “Avantajul principal este claritatea,’ spune
ea. “Daca stim ca este stabilita o anumita cifra acolo, trebuie sa ne
tinem de ea” |

. Patching up the roof

Elizaveta and Vadim Cimpoies have patched up the hole in their roof
and no longer need to take their 18-month-old daughter to shelter
with neighbours when it rains. They are both unemployed and had no
financial help until recent changes to the law in Moldova brought in a
new cash benefits system.

As a result of the changes, they received a visit from their local social
worker Aurelia Tarsina, who explained how the new system worked. It
was the first they had heard of this kind of support. “We have always
been poor but nobody seemed to have time to listen to us,” Vadim
explains. “Aurelia helped us fill in the paperwork and soon we started to
get money every month.”

The new system aims to get benefits only to the poorest people. The Cimpoies now
get about 800 lei per month which has allowed them to make some improvements to
their house and to buy food and other essentials.

Since the reform of the benefits system, Aurelia has had more work to do. But she
doesn’t mind being busier. “I'm glad that very poor families, families with many
children and single mothers benefit mostly from this reform,” she says. “This is how it
should be.”

Previously, 30% of all cash benefits were provided to the richest households
representing 15% of population, whereas the poorest 20% received only 13% of the
money. The new benefits system launched in July 2009 and by September 2010 it
had provided support to over 50,000 of Moldova’s poorest families. Of these, 83% are
women, 30% are families with more than five members and 39% are families with at
least one disabled member.

The ongoing global economic crisis and the recent rise in energy costs have impacted
disproportionately on the very poorest people in Moldova. In relation to this fact, in
2010 DFID provided £4.5 million budget support for the social compensations system.
Due to this support, more than 260,000 poor people benefited from compensations,
which helped them pay their energy bills during the cold season.

DFID and the Swedish government (SIDA) funded the project to design and introduce
the new system. This included training more than 1,000 social workers like Aurelia who
help recipients apply for the benefits. Since 2007 DFID has contributed £1.7 million to
the project.

This work continues through further support provided by the World Bank.

. Reparatia acoperisului

Elizaveta si Vadim Cimpoies au astupat gaura din acoperisul lor si nu mai sint
nevoiti sa o duca pe fiica lor de 18 luniin casa vecinilor atunci cind ploua.

in rezultatul acestor modificari, ei au fost vizitati de asistenta sociala Aurelia Tarsina
care le-a explicat cum functioneaza noul sistem. Pentru prima data au auzit ei
despre un astfel de ajutor. “intotdeauna am fost nevoiasi, dar se parea cd nimeni
nu avea timp sd ne asculte,” explica Vadim. “Aurelia ne-a ajutat sa completam
formularele si in curind am inceput sa primim bani in fiecare luna.”

Noul sistem are ca scop oferirea prestatiilor banesti doar celor mai saraci oameni.
In prezent familia Cimpoes primeste circa 800 lei pe luna, ceea ce le-a permis sa-
si imbunatdteasca conditiile de trai in casa si sa cumpere hrana si alte lucruri de
prima necesitate.

Aurelia are un volum de lucru mai mare in legatura cu reforma sistemului de prestatii.
Dar ea nu se plinge de faptul ca este mai ocupata. “imi pare bine ca familiile foarte
sdrace, acelea cu multi copii si mamele solitare au beneficiat cel mai mult datorita
acestei reforme,” spune ea.“Asa trebuie sa fie.”

Anterior, 30% din toate prestatiile banesti erau directionate spre gospodariile cu



venituri relativ inalte, care alcatuiau 15% din populatie, iar cele mai
sarace 20% primeau doar 13% din bani. Noul sistem de prestatii banesti
afostlansatin lunaiulie 2009 si pina in septembire 2010 a acordat ajutor
la mai bine de 50 000 familii dintre cele mai sarace din Moldova. Dintre
acestea, 83% sint femei, 30% sint familii cu mai mult de cinci membri si
399% sint familii cu cel putin un membru invalid.

Criza economicd globala continud si cresterea recentd a costului
energiei au avut un impact disproportionat asupra celor mai saraci
cetateni ai Moldovei. In legdtura cu acest fapt, in 2010 DFID a oferit
asistenta in valoare de 4,5 milioane lire sterline ca suport la buget
pentru sistemul de compensatii sociale datorita caruia peste 260 mii de
persoane nevoiase au beneficiat de compensatii, care i-au ajutat sa-si
achite facturile la energie in anotimpul rece.

DFID impreund cu guvernul Suediei (SIDA) au finantat proiectul de modelare si
introducere a noului sistem. Aceasta a inclus instruirea pentru mai bine de 1000
asistenti sociali ca Aurelia, care fi ajutd pe beneficiari sa solicite ajutor social. Din 2007,
DFID a contribuit cu 1.7 milioane lire la acest proiect.

Lucrul in acest domeniu continua prin asistenta ulterioara oferita de Banca Mondiala.

Fresh bread for the village

Svetlana Cat has fulfilled one of her life’s dreams - to run her own
bakery in her home village. To supplement money she saved from
ten years working in Moscow, she borrowed $40 000 to buy milling
equipment and a bakery oven capable of producing 2 000 loaves per
day.

“l use a tonne of flour a day to satisfy the needs of 11 neighbouring
villages,” says Svetlana. “Now | am ready to make cakes and more
sophisticated sweets.”

Svetlana’s loan was available thanks to a project funded by DFID between 2002 and
2006.The business grows every year and now it gives jobs to eight people.

“I have hundreds of success stories like Svetlana’s,” says Support to Rural Investment
and Services Project manager Viorel Gherciu. “We supported nearly 1,300 entrepre-
neurs and created more than 6,000 new jobs. Almost 5,000 farmers received busi-
ness training. They learnt how to manage their businesses and how to plan their
activity. We hope that they can now offer this support to their colleagues.”

Anatolie Spivacenco, former vice-minister of Agriculture and Food Industry, sees
the project as a successful example of what can be achieved through partnership
between public and private sectors.“It provided new opportunities for initiatives of
sustainable development of the rural sector,” he says.“The problems facing the rural
population were addressed in a holistic way that was both efficient and timely - it’s
a model to be replicated”

This work continues through further support provided by the World Bank and other
donors to the Rural Investment and Services Project.

With further DFID support a loan guarantee fund called Garantinvest was estab-
lished by eight participating banks and financial institutions. It offered loans to busi-
nesses with no previous credit history and insufficient collateral. After being refused
by banks on several occasions, people were giving up,”remembers lon Mihaila from
Garantinvest.“From the start of the project and until September 2010, Garantinvest
provided over 110 financial guarantees amounting to over 20 million lei.

. Piine proaspata pentru sat

Svetlana Cat si-a vazut visul de o viata realizat — de a avea propria brutarie in satul
de bastina. Ea a folosit economiile de zece ani de lucru la Moscova, a imprumutat 40
000 dolari pentru a cumpara echipamentul necesar si un cuptor de brutarie, capabil
sa produca 2000 piini pe zi.

“Folosesc o tona de faind pe zi pentru a satisface necesitdtile a 11 sate vecine,”spune
Svetlana.“Acum sint gata sa pregdtesc prdjituri si dulciuri mai sofisticate.”

Creditul Svetlanei a fost disponibil datorita unui proiect finantat de DFID intre 2002
si 2006. Afacerea se extinde pe an ce trece si in prezent ea oferd locuri de munca la
opt persoane.

“Cunosc sute de istorii de succes ca a Svetlanei,” spune Viorel Gherciu, managerul
Proiectului Suport pentru Investitii si Servicii Rurale.”Am sustinut aproape 1300 de
antreprenori si am creat peste 6000 locuri de munca noi. Circa 5000 de agricultori
au beneficiat de instruiri in afaceri. Ei au invatat cum sa gestioneze afacerea si sa
planifice activitatea. Speram ca acum ei pot sa-si ajute si colegii.”

Anatolie Spivacenco, fost vice ministru al Agriculturii si Industriei Alimentare,

Bridges across the Nistru

For years, a journalist from Transnistria had assumed that Moldovans were her
enemy. Like many journalists from either bank of the Nistru, she was encouraged
to reflect her distrust in the stories she wrote for her newspaper. But things have
changed. Now she is doing what two years ago would have been unthinkable —
working with Moldovan journalists to present readers on both sides with a more
balanced view of the conflict.

‘Visiting Moldova gave me an opportunity to meet people and learn about their
life, she says.’l saw that people in Moldova are not as portrayed in Transnistria.
| convinced myself that they are normal people!

Almost two decades of biased reporting on the conflict have contributed to the
mutual mistrust and tension between the two sides. The journalist’s new style
of reporting is helping to improve the climate in which a final settlement can be
agreed.

Since 2004, UK funding through the Peace Building Framework (PBF) has helped
700 journalists to increase their skills and build professional networks. Over 140
journalists have been trained on conflict sensitive reporting and over 200 joint
articles have been published, many under pseudonyms to protect the identity of
the writers.

The PBF has also trained over 250 NGO leaders and members and funded nine
partnership projects and six thematic projects in Transnistria, Gagauzia and the rest
of Moldova. Through its events, website and newsletters, the PBF project has helped
to broaden debate on the Transnistrian conflict among future leaders, journalists
and policy analysts.

By piloting projects with the participation of Transnistrian organisations, the UK
has set a positive model that has served as a foundation for the engagement of
other donors. This work continues through further support provided by the British
Embassy and donors (European Union Delegation, Sweden, Finland) to conflict
resolution and peace building activities.

. Poduri peste Nistru

Ani de zile, o jurnalista din Transnistria credea ca cetatenii Moldovei erau dusmanii
ei. Asemeni multor jurnalisti de pe ambele maluri ale riului Nistru, ea a fost
ncurajata sa reflecte neincrederea sa in articolele ce le scria pentru ziar. Dar lucrurile
s-au schimbat. Astazi ea face un lucru care acum doi ani parea de neconceput -
conlucreaza cu ziaristii moldoveni pentru a prezenta cititorilor o reflectare mai
echilibrata a conflictului.

‘Vizita in Moldova mi-a dat posibilitatea sd intilnesc oamenii de aici si sa cunosc mai
multe despre viata lor; spune ea.’Am inteles ca oamenii din Moldova nu sint asa cum
sint descrisi in Transnistria. M-am convins de faptul ca ei sunt oameni obisnuiti!

Aproape doua decenii de reflectare partinitoare a conflictului au contribuit la
neincrederea reciproca si tensiunile intre cele doua parti. Stilul nou de reflectare al
jurnalistei ajuta la ameliorarea climatului in care se poate ajunge la o solutie finala.

Din 2004, proiectul ,Cadrul de Mentinere a Relatiilor Pagnice” (PBF) finantat de
guvernul britanic a ajutat 700 de jurnalisti sa-si dezvolte abilitatile si sa construiasca



retele profesionale. Peste 140 de jurnalisti au primit instruire in reflectarea unor teme
sensibile pe tema conflictului si au fost publicate peste 200 de articole comune,
multe dintre ele semnate cu pseudonime pentru a proteja identitatea autorilor.

PBF de asemenea a instruit peste 250 de lideri si membri ai ONG-lor si a finantat
noua proiecte de parteneriat si sase proiecte tematice in Transnistria, Gagduzia si
in restul tarii. Prin intermediul evenimentelor sale, a paginiii Web si a buletinelor de
stiri, proiectul PBF a contribuit la largirea dialogului asupra conflictului transnistrean
intre viitorii conducatori, jurnalisti si analistii politici.

Realizind proiecte pilot cu participarea organizatiilor din Transnistria, Marea
Britanie a creat un model pozitiv ce a servit ca baza pentru initierea unor activitati
in Transnistria de catre alti donatori. Activitatile continua prin asistenta oferita de
Ambasada Britanica la Chisinau si donatori (Delegatia Uniunii Europene, Suedia,
Finlanda) pentru actiuni de reglementare a conflictului si mentinere a pacii.

Better roads and water

The rehabilitation of the Prut-Falesti water pipeline will provide 18,000 inhabitants
of Falesti town with permanent access to drinkable water, which will improve
their health. It will also help re-build the irrigation systems in Falesti and Ungheni
rayons.

The new infrastructure is an outcome of Moldova’s regional development policy
which DFID has been supporting since 2008 with a contribution from the Swedish
government through the Moldova: Cooperation in Regional Development (MDRD)
project.

The project aims to help the government put systems and procedures in place to
implement a national strategy for regional development that promotes inclusive
economic growth. As a result of a strong effort by the Ministry of Construction
and Regional Development, and with support from the MDRD project, Moldova
has now created three Regional Development Agencies (RDAs) and Regional
Development Councils. It is the first country in the post-Soviet space to establish
such a framework.

A notable feature of the regional development process in Moldova has been the
wide participation of the private sector and civil society alongside the different
levels of government. All three groups are represented among the decision-
makers in the councils for the North, South and Centre development regions. These
councils have identified the priorities for the seven-year regional development
strategies finalised in 2009.

The new framework draws funding from the National Fund for Regional
Development which is financed by one per cent of Moldova’s annual state budget
income and with an additional £1.5 million in 2010 from DFID. The MDRD project
has also been successful in encouraging other donors, such as Germany and
Romania, to channel their initiatives through the newly established RDAs.

The first round of regional development will cover such areas as water supply
and sewage, waste management and disposal, and road rehabilitation that wil be
implemented in Falesti, Calarasi, Telenesti, laloveni and other rayons. Over 100,000
citizens will directly benefit from these projects.

. Drumuri si aprovizionare cu apa mai bune

Reabilitarea apeductului Prut-Falesti va asigura 18 000 de locuitori ai orasului
Falesti cu acces permanent la apa potabila, ceea ce va avea efecte pozitive asupra
sdandtatii lor. Acest fapt va ajuta, de asemenea, la reconstructia sistemelor de irigare
din raioanele Falesti si Ungheni.

Noua infrastructura este un rezultat al politicii de dezvoltare regionald a
Moldovei sustinute de DFID din anul 2008 cu o contributie din partea guvernului
suedez prin Proiectul Moldova: Cooperare in Dezvoltarea Regionala (MDRD).
Proiectul are scopul sa ajute guvernul sa stabileasca sisteme si proceduri pentru
implementarea unei strategii nationale de dezvoltare regionala care promoveaza
cresterea economica inclusiva. In rezultatul efortului semnificativ al Ministerului
Constructiilor si Dezvoltarii Regionale si cu suportul Proiectului MDRD, Moldova a
creat trei Agentii pentru Dezvoltare Regionala (ADR) si Consilii pentru Dezvoltare
Regionala. Este prima tara din fostul spatiu sovietic care a stabilit un asemnea
cadru.

O trdsaturd remarcabild a procesului de dezvoltare regionald din Moldova
este participarea sectorului privat si a societatii civile alaturi de reprezentantii
guvernului de diferite niveluri. Toate trei grupuri sint reprezentate in consiliile



pentru dezvoltarea regionala Nord, Sud si Centru. Aceste consilii
au identificat prioritatile pentru strategiile de dezvoltare regionala
pentru sapte ani de zile, definitivate in anul 2009.

Noul cadru institutional utilizeaza mijloace din Fondul National
pentru Dezvoltare Regionald, care este finantat de un procent din
venitul anual la bugetul de stat al Moldovei. DFID a alocat o suma
aditionala de 1,5 milioane lire sterline in 2010. Proiectul MDRD de
asemenea a indemnat cu succes alti donatori, asa ca Germania si
Romania sa-si implementeze initiativele prin ADR-le nou infiintate.

Prima runda a dezvoltarii regionale va cuprinde asemenea domenii
ca aprovizionarea cu apa si canalizare, gestionarea si eliminarea
deseurilor, si reabilitarea drumurilor in raioanele Falesti, Calarasi,
Telenesti, laloveni si altele. Peste 100 000 de cetateni vor beneficia de
rezultatele acestor proiecte.

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Children in school
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Equal opportunities for men and women

During the last two years there has been significant progress in in-
troducing concepts of gender sensitivity for the purpose of strength-
ening the national commitment to equal opportunities for men and
women.

A DFID project, “Support to the implementation of the National
Development Strategy”, succeeded in raising awareness and
understanding of the importance of gender considerations in
policy formulation, so that both men and women could benefit
from the planned policy changes. The project organised a training workshop for
25 civil servants and local consultants to introduce them to the Gender Impact
Assessment methodology which builds issues of gender equality into each
planned policy from a very early stage of elaboration. Participants were guided
through the methodology using examples of concrete policy proposals that they
had previously developed. For example, they looked at how a reduction in the
cost of basic medication would impact on men and women differently.

The project also developed a model case study on gender impact assessment.
The case study looks at how provision of out of school recreation facilities could
impact differently on girls and boys, and what steps need to be taken to ensure
boys and girls benefit equally from these facilities. This training is now part of the
government’s main training programme on policy management and will be deliv-
ered on an annual basis.

The gender-sensitive methodology, developed with the support of the project
team, is due to become mandatory across government ministries in 2011.

Support to the Government in working towards the national objective of gender
equality through their commitment to evidence-based policy formulation will be
further continued by other donors involved in the public administration reform in
Moldova.

. Oportunitati egale pentru femei si barbati

Pe parcursul ultimilor doi ani, au fost obtinute progrese considerabile in intro-
ducerea conceptului de sensibilitate la problema egalitatii de genuri, in scopul
consoliddrii angajamentului national de a asigura oportunitati egale pentru
barbati si femei.

Proiectul “Asistenta pentru implementarea Strategiei Nationale de Dezvoltare”
sustinut de DFID a reusit sa promoveze o intelegere mai buna a consideratiunilor
de gen in formularea politicilor, astfel ca atit barbatii, cit si femeile sa poata ben-
eficia de schimbarile de politici planificate. Proiectul a organizat un atelier de in-
struire pentru 25 de functionari publici si consultanti locali pentru a-i familiariza cu
metodologia de Evaluare a Impactului Egalitatii de Gen, care abordeaza aspecte
de egalitate de gen in fiecare politica, la o etapa foarte timpurie de elaborare a
politicilor publice. Participantilor le-a fost prezentata metodologia, utilizindu-se
exemple de propuneri de politici concrete pe care ei le elaborasera anterior. De
exemplu, ei au examinat cum o reducere a costului medicamentelor ar putea avea
un impact diferit asupra femeilor si a barbatilor.



De asemenea proiectul a elaborat un studiu de caz model de evaluare a impactului
prin prisma egalitatii de genuri. Studiul de caz examineaza faptul cum furnizarea
unor facilitati extra-scolare de agrement ar putea avea impact diferit asupra fete-
lor si baietilor, si ce masuri trebuie luate pentru a asigura ca baietii si fetele sa ben-
eficieze in mod egal de aceste facilitati. Acest modul de instruire face acum parte
din programul de instruire guvernamental cu privire la managementul politicilor
publice, care este derulat anual.

Metodologia sensibila la gen, elaborata cu sprijinul echipei proiectului, va deveni
obligatorie pentru ministere incepind cu anul 2011.

Sprijinul acordat Guvernului in vederea realizarii obiectivului national de egalitate
de genuri, prin angajamentul de a formula politici bazate pe date concrete, va fi
continuat de cdtre alti donatori implicati in reforma administratiei publice in Re-
publica Moldova.
