HIRING A CAR ON HOLIDAY?

If you are hiring a car on holiday,

a change to the driving licence \r
may affect you.

The paper counterpart to photocard licences was
abolished on 8 June 2015, it isn’t legally valid and won’t be updated.

Before you go on holiday, make sure you check with your
hire company what documents they will want to see.

Some may ask for a unique code which
will let them check your driving record.

To get a code go to GOV.UK
and search for view driving licence.
Each code is valid for 21 days and,
to protect your privacy, can only be used once.
