NOTES

1. Under EC Council Regulation No.111/2005, operators engaged in the export of substances listed in Category 3 must register with the Home Office.

2. This requirement relates only to trade outside the Community.

3. All premises where you manufacture or trade must be listed.

4. Registration is not required for operators exporting small quantities of these substances.
5. It is a criminal offence for an operator to fail to register.

6. “Operator” means any natural or legal person engaged in the manufacture, production, trade or distribution of scheduled substances in the Community or involved in other related activities such as import, export, transit, broking and processing of scheduled substances.  This definition includes, in particular, persons pursuing the activity of making customs declarations on a self-employed basis, either as their principal occupation or as a secondary activity related to another occupation.  For the purpose of registration “operator” does not include custom agents, warehouse depositors and transporters when acting solely in that capacity.

7. It is a requirement of these Regulations that you update the address of the premises from which you manufacture or trade in Category 3 substances.
