
Domestic Homicide Review  
  Seminar and Chairperson training in 2013.
We have committed to deliver Domestic Homicide Review (DHR) training for those in the statutory and voluntary sectors. This training is aimed at developing additional skills within the statutory and voluntary sectors to enable areas to take forward Domestic Homicide Reviews without the need to rely on private consultants.

These events will be free of charge to those from the statutory and voluntary sectors. 
Private consultants will not be eligible for places on either the seminar or the chairpersons training.

This training will cover domestic homicide reviews.  All delegates must have an existing knowledge and understanding of domestic violence (DV).
One day Seminar

Places for statutory organisations: Each organisation may nominate one member to attend. We will however be able to offer more than one place to organisations  participating directly in domestic homicide reviews.  

Places for voluntary organisations: We are able to offer one place per organisation. 
Chairpersons training

Priority will be given to the Community Safety Partnerships’ (CSPs) who are conducting higher numbers of DHR’s within the region.

There will be up to 16 places available for each two day training course.
We ask that CSPs identify an individual for training from the local statutory organisations. This should be the person who is most likely to be able to chair reviews in future. This person must have expertise in the field of domestic violence and this must be evidenced in the application form for their place on the training. 

Places will also be available to VCS organisations. These will be limited to one per organisation and the individual must be able to demonstrate prior experience and knowledge of domestic violence. Priority will be given to those working for domestic violence organisations.

Guide to the skills and expertise to be considered

The supporting emails should confirm that you have:

· Relevant knowledge of domestic violence issues including ‘honour’- based violence, research, guidance and legislation relating to adults and children, including the Equality Act 2010;

· An understanding of the dynamics of domestic violence, including coercive control and the impact of gender and ethnicity on the experience of abuse and the help seeking process;

· An understanding of the role, context and decision making processes of the main agencies likely to be involved in the review;

· Managerial expertise;

· Good investigative, interviewing and communication skills;

· An understanding of the discipline regimes within participating agencies;

· The completion of the E-Learning Training Package on Domestic Homicide Reviews, including the additional modules on chairing reviews and producing Overview Reports;

· Analytical and report writing skills;

· Commitment to full attendance at the course and to completion of the written assessments (accreditation cannot be awarded without this)
