You requested the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):
“The below response appeared in Hansard relating to the question, which I have also included. To ask the Secretary of State for Justice how many items of equipment valued at £10,000 or more his Department lost in (a) 2010-11 and (b) 2011-12; and if he will make a statement. [108932] Mr Djanogly: In 2010-11, the Department lost four items of equipment worth more than £10,000. No items of equipment of this value were lost in 2011-12. Under the provisions of the Freedom of Information Act I would like a detailed description of what each item is, when it was lost (or last recorded) and exactly when it was lost.”

I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information requested and I am pleased to be able to provide this.
In this context the term ‘lost’ is being applied under relevant accounting rules.  Any equipment which is no longer in our possession must be declared as a "loss of accountable stores." 

The specific equipment to which the Hansard answer refers is two pairs of servers which were located at EDS Doxford and operated on MoJ’s behalf. 

These servers were known to have been decommissioned by December 2010, as part of the transition of contracts from EDS to Atos. The service provided by the equipment (which related to eDiary and Xhibit) was transferred to Atos servers at no additional cost to the taxpayer, and the servers located at EDS Doxford remained with EDS.  Essentially, as these servers were replaced, they were not 'lost' by MoJ. 

The EDS contract bound them to cleanse the machines in order to remove any data and personal information.
You have the right to appeal our decision if you think it is incorrect. Details can be found in the ‘How to Appeal’ section attached at the end of this letter.
