Freedom of Information Request 
You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

Under the Freedom of Information Act, please can you provide me with information about how many people were convicted of (a) drunk and disorderly behaviour and (b) drunk and aggravated behaviour in each court area/local authority area in Wales in each of the past five years (2008 to 2012 inclusive).

If possible, please could you include information about the number of people convicted of the above two offences in Welsh courts in the past five years, who have more than one conviction for either offence.

Please could you also provide information about the number of community orders that contain an alcohol treatment element given out in each court area/local authority area in Wales in each of the past five years (2008 to 2012 inclusive).

Your request has been passed to me as I have responsibility for answering requests which relate to statistics on offenders in England and Wales and has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000.
I can confirm that the MoJ holds the data that you have requested and I am pleased to provide this to you. 

Data on the number of convictions in each of the past five years for each police force area in Wales for: 
(a) drunk and disorderly behaviour are presented in Table 1, and; 
(b) drunk and aggravated behaviour are presented in Table 2. 
The police force area has been used as we do not have complete data for local authority area.

Drunk and aggravated behaviour is defined as the following offences:

· AIR NAVIGATION (NO.2) ORDER 1995 ARTICLES 57 & 111(6) & SCH.12 (B) Being drunk on an aircraft or entering an aircraft when drunk

· Betting Gaming and Lotteries Act 1963 Sec. 10 (2) Drunken, violent, disorderly person etc. refuses or fails to leave premises when requested.

· Licensing Act 1872 Sec.12 Being found drunk in a highway or other Public place whether a building or not, or a licensed premises.

· Sporting Events (Control of Alcohol, etc) Act 1985 Section 2 (2) Drunk in, or when entering, a designated sports event.

· Alcohol consumption in designated public places. Criminal Justice and Police Act 2001.

· Licensing Act 1872 Sec.12 Being drunk when in possession of any loaded firearms.

· Licensing Act 1964 Sec.174 Refusing or failing when drunk to quit licensed premises when requested.

· Late night Refreshment Houses Act 1969 Sec. 9 (4) Refusing or failing when drunk to quit any premises or place licenced under the late night refreshment houses Act 1969

· Merchant Shipping Act 1894 Sec.287 (1) (a) Being drunk and persisting after being refused admission on that account in attempting to enter a passenger steamer.

· Merchant Shipping Act 1894 Sec. 287 (1) (b) Being drunk and refusing to leave passenger steamer.

The figures in Tables 1 to 4 relate to separate sentencing occasions. This means where an offender was sentenced on the same occasion for several offences it is the primary offence that has been counted. 
The figures in Tables 1 to 4 have been drawn from the police’s administrative IT system, the PNC, which, as with any large scale recording system, is subject to possible errors with data entry and processing.  The figures are provisional and subject to change as more information is recorded by the police.

Table 5 below presents data on the number of community orders that contain an alcohol treatment element in each probation area in Wales for the past five years. The probation area has been used as we do not have data for local authority area for community orders.
