DESCRIPTION
This document describes the data contained in the matched school level attainment and finance data for 2009.
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FILE FORMAT AND CONVENTIONS

Format
1. Rows in the files are identified by different record types depending on what the data represents.  The record types are given below:
Record 1 - School level data (mainstream schools)

Record 2 - School level data (special schools)

Rounding convention
2. Where figures are rounded to whole numbers, any fractions of 0.5 and above are rounded up, anything less than 0.5 is rounded down, e.g. 85.5000 is rounded to 86 and 85.4568 is rounded to 85. 
3. Where figures are rounded to one decimal place, any fractions of 0.05 and above are rounded up and anything less than 0.05 is be rounded down (e.g. 15.4500 is rounded to 15.5 and 15.4459 is rounded to 15.4).
4. Any cases of percentages greater than 100% are rounded down to 100%.

Decimal places and percentage signs
5. All institution level percentages, except the absence and SEN percentages, are rounded to whole numbers.
6. Absence percentages and the SEN percentage fields are rounded to one decimal place.  Where a figure of less than 0.05% but greater than zero occurs, these fields contain the character ‘&’.

7. Where percentage figures appear in any field, they will be accompanied by the % sign.

8. The CVA measure and confidence intervals and the average points score (APS) are rounded to one decimal place.

COVERAGE: SCHOOLS INCLUDED

9. This file contains all schools that are published in the KS2 Achievement and Attainment Tables (AATs) and/or submit data for the Section 251 outturn collection.

10. The following schools are excluded:

· schools with no pupils aged 10 years, (e.g. infant schools, secondary schools and some middle schools);
· independent schools;

· pupil referral units;

· hospital schools; and 
· schools which closed before publication of the KS2 Achievement and Attainment Tables.

13. Age range: this is shown as a single field, for example,  4 to 11 age range schools will be shown as "4-11".

14. No confirmation received that the school has checked its data: where no confirmation has been received that the school has checked its data, the field contains an "R".  Where confirmation has been received, the field is left blank.
15. The following 8 fields are left blank for special schools:
· Number of pupils on roll with statements of SEN or supported at School Action Plus;
· The percentage of pupils on roll with statements of SEN or supported at School Action Plus;
· Number of pupils on roll with SEN supported at School Action;
· The percentage of pupils on roll with SEN supported at School Action;
· Number of eligible Key Stage 2 pupils on roll with statements of SEN or supported at School Action Plus; 
· The percentage of eligible Key Stage 2  pupils on roll with statements of SEN or supported at School Action Plus; 
· Number of eligible Key Stage 2 pupils on roll with SEN supported at School Action; 
· The percentage of eligible Key Stage 2 pupils on roll supported at School Action. 

Key Stage 2 test results
16. The Tables show the percentages of pupils achieving Level 4 or above and Level 5 in the KS2 tests for English, mathematics and science and the percentages achieving Level 4 and above In English and mathematics combined.  Level 4 is the level expected of most 11 year olds. Level 5 means pupils are achieving beyond the expected level.

17. Some pupils were absent from school at the time the tests were taken in May 2009 (perhaps due to illness) and did not achieve a test level. A very small number of pupils may be unable to access some, or all, of the tests, even with special arrangements. These pupils are assessed as working at the level of the tests but unable to access them. The percentages at Level 4 or above and Level 5 are based on the results of all pupils at the end of KS2, including those who were absent on the day of the test or working at the level of the tests but unable to access them.
18. Some schools requested that pupils recently admitted from overseas with little or no English be discounted from the figures. This is allowed where the pupil was admitted for the first time to an English school in the 2007/2008 or 2008/2009 school year from outside the United Kingdom, they arrived from overseas prior to their admission and their first language is not English.  The Government accepts that these pupils are unlikely to be able to show what they can do in the tests until they have improved their English language skills and are more familiar with the school curriculum in this country.

19. The average point score (APS) for a school provides a fuller picture of the KS2 achievements of pupils of all abilities.
20. Contextual Value Added (CVA).  CVA is a statistical way of measuring the relative performance of schools. We base each pupil's CVA score on a comparison between their actual KS2 performance and the KS2 performance predicted for each pupil by the CVA model, having taken into account the range of factors affecting performance.
21. An average of all pupils' CVA scores is produced for a school. That average is adjusted by the CVA model to account for cohort size, which then produces a school level CVA measure. This number is presented as a number based around 100 and indicates the value the school has added on average for its pupils.
22. A coverage indicator is published to show the percentage of pupils at the end of KS2 included in the CVA calculation. This might not be 100 per cent because we do not have the KS1 test results for some pupils.  If the coverage indicator is very low (below 50 per cent) then the CVA score is not published because it does not properly represent the effectiveness of the school.

23. KS1 to KS2 progression measures in English and mathematics were published in the AATs for the first time in 2009.  The percentage of pupils making expected progress in English and (separately) in mathematics is shown.  In addition, coverage indicators are published which show the percentage of pupils included in the calculations.
24. Historical data. Aggregates of the three subject percentages of pupils achieving Level 4 or above and Level 5 in the English, mathematics and science tests in each of the years 2006, 2007, 2008 and 2009 are also included.
Absence data

25. The levels of overall and persistent absence for day pupils of compulsory school age in the school are also shown.  Overall absence is the percentage of possible half-days missed - both authorised and unauthorised absences are included.  Persistent absence is the percentage of pupils enrolments equalling or exceeding 52 or more half-day absences.

Suppression of data
27. In a number of cases, symbols are shown instead of data on the publication file.  Details of the symbols used are given in annex A.  
NOTES ON THE FINANCE DATA

28.
Local Authorities are required under section 251 of the Apprenticeships, Skills, Children and Learning Act 2009 to prepare and submit an education and children’s social care outturn statement (containing details of the LA and school expenditure for the previous financial year).

29. 
The section 251 data combined with data on pupil numbers are used to calculate the expenditure per pupil for each school. This information has been presented in column 63 “2008-09 Expenditure Per Pupil” of the publication file. 

30.

School net expenditure is calculated as the difference between their non-capital expenditure and the income generated by the school as reported in the 2008-09 Section 251 Outturn. Details on the items used in this calculation (codes E01 to E29, E31, E32, I07 to I13, I17) can be found in the guidance on the Consistent Financial Reporting (CFR) website at http://www.standards.dcsf.gov.uk/vfm/financial/guide/.

To calculate a per pupil figure per school the school net expenditure is divided by the number of pupils in the school. The pupil figures used are the full time equivalent pupils and are weighted for the financial year 2008-09. All net expenditure data are as reported by local authorities.
32.

Independent schools are not covered by the Section 251 local authority finance collection (outside of local authority control). As such these schools do not provide finance data that can be used to calculate a per pupil expenditure figure.
33.

In addition to the school level expenditure per pupil data, column 64 “2008-09 DSG + Grants per pupil” shows the average level of funding (in cash terms) per pupil (those aged 3-19) within the local authority. This data covers funding through the Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG), School Standards Grant (Personalisation) and Standards Fund as well as funding from the Learning and Skills Council; it excludes grants which are not allocated at LA level.

34. 
Care should be taken when comparing expenditure and funding figures as the latter are at local authority level and include all phases, rather than just the phase of the school it is attached to. As the Dedicated Schools Grant is distributed through a single guaranteed unit of funding per pupil aged 3-15, no primary/secondary split of these figures is available.

35. 
Those schools not within local authority control (Independents, Academies etc.) will not have an associated LA per pupil funding figure. In addition figures for City of London and the Isles of Scilly have been removed due to their size and because the scope of their funding from DfE differs to that of other LAs. 

36. 
In addition to finance data not being available for independent schools or academies there will be a small number of other schools where either attainment and/or finance data are not available. For example, there will be incomplete data where schools are newly open or closed or where their data is contained in another school's entry (e.g. where an infant and junior school have combined their return).
