In reference to part 1, I am afraid there is not enough information to be able to respond as I have no knowledge of who Jamma Umoja is.  If this person has a connection with HMCTS and you would like to clarify this connection I may be able to assist with this part, however if they are connected to the council or Cafcass this wouldn’t be able to be addressed by HMCTS.
In regard to part 3 of your request, are you referring to a SAR you made to Cafcass, in which case you will need to go back to Cafcass to pursue this matter as they are a separate body to HMCTS and as such I am unable to comment.
