You ask for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

I would be grateful if you could tell me :

In the past twelve months (or other convenient though recent period):

a) How many TV Licensing cases have been brought to Magistrates Courts, and
b) How much court time has been spend on these matters - by which I mean long have the courts spent, in session, actively considering the cases.

If this request proves to be too demanding, I would be prepared to settle for restricting your search to the North Tyneside Magistrates Court in North Shields.
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of information Act 2000 (FOIA).  
I can confirm that the department holds the information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 

The number of defendants proceeded against at magistrates’ courts in England and Wales for the offence of installing or using a television receiver without the appropriate licence (under Section 363 of the Communications Act 2003), in calendar year 2012, is presented in the attached table.   Also presented is the average number of days taken from first listing to completion for completed television licence evasion cases in magistrates’ courts, in England and Wales, in calendar year 2012.
