I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
After looking through the most recent completed data prior to the date of your request, we can confirm that the most recent 50 cases which proceeded to Effective trial at Newton Aycliffe Magistrates’ Court were heard between November 2012 and March 2013. The breakdown between ‘Guilty’ and ‘Not guilty’ results is as follows:

· 32 guilty outcomes (64%)

· 18 not guilty outcomes (36%)
