You requested the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):
I am writing to kindly request the latest prison statistics under young British Somali and non-British Somali people currently in custody in HM Prison Institutions.  
I understand that you have responsibilities to extend the information regarding the prison stats for England and Wales under the Freedom of Information Act 2000. I would therefore be highly indebted if you can send me this information. Further, if you have criteria for referencing your work, outside the conventional methods please indicate. 
My request more specifically:
It will be helpful if I can get a breakdown of the number of young Somalis in prison in all HM Prison Institutions including, Feltham, Wandsworth, Holloway, Pentonville, Brixton, Belmarsh, Latchmere House, Wormwood Scrubs. This is the list I have so far. Please advice if there are other prisons.
Secondly, what are the national statistics and what is it the ethnic breakdown?
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) and I can confirm that the MoJ holds information that you have asked for and I am pleased to provide this to you in the attached tables.
Please note that the nationality of prisoners is self declared and prisoners are under no obligation to declare their nationality.
