Question 1 - Details of the numbers of staff who have failed any of the following security checks:
a) Baseline Check 
b) Security Check Enhanced and
c) Developed Vetting
Please note that by "numbers of staff" I do not necessarily mean current staff. I also include staff who have since left the department.
Question 2 - In each case (where possible within confines of the act) please list the following: a) the rank or job title of the member of staff who failed the check b) the year of the check that staff member failed c) the nationality of the staff member who failed the check d) what the outcome was of failing to pass the check (eg was the staff member dismissed, did he resign) and e) whether the person who failed the test is still employed by the department.
I can confirm that OAG does not hold the information you have requested.  All Security checks are carried out on behalf of the Office of the Advocate General by the Ministry of Justice. Records in relation to such checks are also held by MoJ on our behalf.
