Thank you for your FOI request received on 15th January in which you ask:
“Specifically, I am requesting any emails, memos, or internal documents produced in correspondence between your department and the British Broadcasting Company (BBC), BBC Scotland, members of the BBC's Executive Board or Management Board that include the issue of the Scottish Independence Referendum 2014. Communication mentioning James Harding and James Purnell would be of particular interest.

If your department uses an internal communication system apart from email such as a local intranet or desktop client (IBM Notes etc.) where emails and other communications and internal memoranda are distributed, please include documents from this in your search also. 


I am particularly interested in suggested lines to take, tones to adopt, advice given or requests for help.

Please search documents produced, sent or received since January 1st 2013.”

I can tell you that having concluded our search for this information, the Office of the Advocate General does not have any emails, memos or internals documents relating to correspondence between this department and the British Broadcasting Company (BBC), BBC Scotland, members of the BBC's Executive Board or Management Board that include the issue of the Scottish Independence Referendum 2014.
