Further to my conversation with  your colleague, and following up a FOI request I sent in January, please can I have a breakdown of the total number of persons found guilty at all courts for failing to pay for a TV license in the UK in 2012? 

How many people were given a criminal record for failing to pay for a TV license in the UK? 

How many of these were female?

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA),.

I can confirm that the department holds the information that you have asked for and we are pleased to provide it to you
The attached Table 1 provides the number of persons proceeded against at magistrates' courts and the number of persons found guilty and sentenced at all courts, with sentence breakdown, for installing or using a television receiver without the appropriate licence, in England and Wales, for 2011 and 2012. Table 2 provides the same statistical breakdowns but presents female defendants only.  Following further validation and receipt of additional magistrates’ court records, a number of revisions have been made to the previously published 2011 information, which affects the figures provided in our previous response of 4 February 2013.
Please note that statistics reported to Justice Statistics Analytical Services cover England and Wales only.  If you wish to receive statistics on court proceedings in Scotland or Northern Ireland, these are under the remit of the Scottish Government and the Department of Justice Northern Ireland.
