Could you also tell me if there is anywhere this data (i.e. data for prostitution related offences broken down by gender) is habitually made available publicly?
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the Ministry of Justice holds the information that you have asked for and I am pleased to provide this to you.  

The number of defendants proceeded against at magistrates' court and found guilty at all courts for selected prostitution offences, by gender in England and Wales from 2010 to 2013 (latest available) can be viewed in the table.
