4. Write your full name and telephone number and email (if you are over 18 years old)
5. Write your full name and your parents’ telephone number and your parents’ email          (if you are under 18 years old)
6. Save your completed webquest competition form.

Eligibility
· This competition is open to all Tunisian nationals resident in Tunisia.
· The competition runs from 23 May to 30 May 2014 by midnight. 
· Entries received after 30 May 2014 will not be eligible. 
· The competition is open to Tunisians nationals of any age.


· You can enter the competition only once per person during the competition dates.
· British Council staff or relatives of British Council staff may not enter this competition.

Selection

· Selection will take place by 31 May 2014 after the deadline.  Winners will be notified   on Saturday 31st May 2014.
· The selection panel will comprise of British Council staff. Selection will be done on a random basis by selecting the first 20 correct entries from the email inbox.
· The decision of the judging panel will be final and no discussion will be entered into.
