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Freedom of Information Request 
You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

1. Any information that is set-out in any policy document, or any other document (or both), which details the court form that a data subject in England and Wales needs to use when making an application for personal data (pertaining to himself), by virtue of section 7(9)  of the Data Protection Act 1998 (DPA), which provides that: “if a court is satisfied on the application of any person who has made a request under the foregoing provisions of this section that the data controller in question has failed to comply with the request in contravention of the provisions, the court may order him to comply with the request” (emphasis added). 

2. Any other information that is related to the request which is set out in paragraph 1 above. 

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 

An application in relation to section 7(9) of the Data protection Act 1998 (DPA 1998) can be made by using a N1 Claim Form (Part 7) or a N208 Claim Form (Part 8). It is for the claimant to determine which of the two claim forms above should be used.  I have enclosed a leaflet “Data Protection Act Taking a Case to Court” which may assist you in deciding which procedure to follow. 
Applications can also be made by using the Form N244 in proceedings that are already in existence, however, a Judge may indicate that either the a claim under Part 7 or Part 8 should be issued, in which case you will be required to follow the directions of the judiciary. However, you may then at a later stage apply for the proceedings to be joined together.
