You requested the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):
“Under the Freedom of Information Act I would like to request a list all of the establishments/lodgings at which judges were accommodated [sic] in the months of January 2014 and February 2014.”

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
The Lord Chancellor and Lord Chief Justice are currently reviewing spend on judges’ lodges, and we expect the review to conclude before the summer. 
The most serious or complex cases are heard in courts nearest to where events took place so it’s as convenient as possible for the victims or witnesses involved. This means High Court judges can spend long periods away at different courts around England and Wales, and they need secure and suitable accommodation when doing so. But, given the current financial climate, it is also vital we take a long, hard look at all departmental spending to ensure better value for hardworking taxpayers’ money. That is exactly what we are currently doing.
