1. The number of people who have been released from UK prisons since 01/01/2010 after serving sentences for murder

2. The number of people who have been released from UK prisons since 01/01/2010 after serving sentences for manslaughter

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) and I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have asked for. 
The attached table provides information on the number of releases from sentences for murder and manslaughter, in England and Wales, as at 30 June 2014 (latest available annual caseload).

Please note that under indeterminate sentence, the court determines the minimum period to be served in prison for the purposes of punishment and deterrence. Prisoners serving these sentences have no automatic right to be released. If released they are subject to recall for the rest of their life. Public protection is the priority and the release of indeterminate sentence prisoners once they have served their minimum term is entirely a matter for the Parole Board. The Parole Board must be satisfied that the risk of harm the prisoner poses to the public is acceptable for a prisoner to be released on a licence and supervised by the Probation Service. The release licence contains a number of standard conditions that the released prisoner must adhere to.
