Crime is falling, and under this Government a greater proportion of convicted criminals are going to prison for longer than ever before.

However there is still a hard-line group of offenders who commit the most heinous crimes, which is why we are pressing ahead with major reforms to tackle this problem.

Figures show that there has been a reduction in crime committed by young people under 18 year on year. However it is unacceptable that nearly three-quarters of young offenders who leave custody go on to reoffend - this needs to change. This is why we are reforming the youth estate with Secure Colleges which aims to tackle the root cause of offending by giving people the skills and self-discipline to gain employment and training upon release and turn their lives around.
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
