This introductory note does not form a part of the permit

The following notice gives notice of the variation and consolidation of an
environmental permit.

Installation Name Poultry Unit is approximately centred on National Grid Reference
SE 6345737208. The broiler unit comprises of four poultry houses with a total
capacity of 144,000 places. Land use around the installation is predominantly
agricultural with areas of mixed woodland to the south and east of the installation.

Birds are brought in from a hatchery and housed for an average cycle length of 46
days, fallen stock are collected and recorded prior to collection by a contractor for
incineration.

Releases from this type of installation may include releases of ammonia and dust to
air, releases to controlled water, land and groundwater and releases of odour and
noise. At the end of the cycle, litter is removed and the houses washed and
disinfected. All wash waters from the cleaning process are collected in underground
sealed tanks. The poultry houses are ventilated by means of roof and gable end
extraction fans. Clean water drainage from the roof and yard areas is discharged to a
dry ditch acting as a soakaway.

The nearest designated habitat is Skipworth Common (Site of Special Scientific
Interest & Special Area of Conservation), located approximately 900m from the
installation.

This variation authorises the following changes :-

The installation and operation of eight boilers which will provide a renewable source
of heating for the poultry houses replacing the use of LPG, which will only be used
as back-up fuel. The boilers will include a combination of virgin biomass fuelled (6)
and waste wood fuelled appliances (2). The aggregated net thermal input will be 1
MW There will be an extension to the installation boundary to include the two waste
wood fuelled appliances. In addition there is also an amendment to include gable
end fans on poultry houses these will be used for heat extraction.

This consolidated variation incorporates the changes required by the Industrial
Emissions Directive. This includes the amendment of the wording of several permit
conditions, which includes the addition of a condition relating to a requirement for
routine monitoring, and an associated reporting condition.

- virgin wood processing (e.g. wood offcuts, shavings or sawdust from sawmills) or timber
product manufacture dealing in virgin timber.

If virgin timber is mixed with waste timber or any other waste, the mixed load is classed as
waste.

	 Slurry includes duck effluent, seepage from manure and wash water.
	 Solid manures include farmyard manure (FYM) and comprise material from straw-based housing systems, excreta with lots of straw/sawdust/woodchips in it, or solids from mechanical separators.
