Thank you for your email of 19 October 2014 requesting information under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).  You requested: 
1. How many first class flights in total did civil servants in your department take during each of the following financial years as part of their work – 2011/12, 2012/13 and 2013/14.

2. Please provide a list of all such first class flights taken during each of the above years, including the departure and arrival airports, the reason for each flight and the cost of each of flight.
3. What are the rules governing whether a civil servant can or should take a first class flight as part of their work as opposed to a standard economy flight?
Having completed our search for information I can tell you that no first class flights have been taken by civil servants in our department during the years you mention. All our flights are booked by the Scotland Office and I attach copies of guidance given to staff both in Scotland Office and the Office of the Advocate General.

You may, if dissatisfied with the treatment of your request, ask the Office of the Advocate General to conduct an internal review of its decision.  The internal review will be conducted by someone other than the person who took the initial decision.  Requests for internal review should be addressed to the Information Officer, Office the Advocate General, Victoria Quay, Edinburgh, EH6 6QQ.
