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Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the notice.

The following notice gives notice of the variation and consolidation of an environmental permit.

Hoseley Farms Limited operates a poultry farm with 55,000 places for rearing chickens for meat production.
Green Bank Poultry Farm is approximately centred on National Grid Reference SJ3633462152. Birds are
brought in from a hatchery and transported to a processing plant at the end of the growing cycle. Both the
hatchery and the processing plant are at different locations and are run by different operators. The average
cycle length is 54 days.

The land around the installation is predominantly an agricultural area used for grazing sheep and there is
residential housing within 400 metres of the installation. The land around the installation is flat or gently
undulating, and landscaped down one side. There are no surface waters within 250 metres of the
installation, however it is situated within 500 metres of a Groundwater Source Protection Zone, and the
groundwater vulnerability is detailed as being a major aquifer with low leaching potential. There are also two
active borehole abstraction licences within the area, one being 91 metres south east of the installation
(24/67/10/0087) which is a direct potable water supply and the other, 290 metres north of the installation
(24/67/10/0023) which is for general farming and domestic purposes. Approximately 3.4km from the
installation there is a Site of Special Scientific Interest called the River Dee.

The installation is comprised of three poultry houses; all of which have side inlet and ridge extraction fans
and all of which are sited on concrete bases with associated feed storage in enclosed galvanised steel bins.
Birds that die during the production cycle are recorded and removed from the houses. Carcasses are frozen
and then held in vermin proof containers prior to removal under the fallen stock scheme. At the end of the
cycle, wash water is held in underground tanks prior to exportation off the site. Used litter is removed from
the houses and also exported off site. The buildings will be heated via a 0.214 MWth biomass boiler with
LPG back up.

Releases from intensive farming installations may include releases of ammonia and dust to air, releases to
controlled water, land and groundwater as well as releases of odour and noise.

This variation authorises the following changes

e Addition of a 0.214 MWth biomass boiler to heat buildings 4, 5 and 6 (poultry buildings).

This consolidation implements the requirements of the European Union Directive on Industrial Emissions.
The schedules specify the changes made to the permit.

The operator shall ensure that where waste produced by the activities is sent to a relevant waste
operation, that operation is provided with the following information, prior to the receipt of the waste:

(a) the nature of the process producing the waste;

(b) the composition of the waste;

(c) the handling requirements of the waste;

(d) the hazardous property associated with the waste, if applicable; and
(e) the waste code of the waste.

Odour

Emissions from the activities shall be free from odour at levels likely to cause pollution outside the
site, as perceived by an authorised officer of the Environment Agency, unless the operator has used
appropriate measures, including, but not limited to, those specified in any approved odour
management plan, to prevent or where that is not practicable to minimise the odour.

Noise and vibration

Emissions from the activities shall be free from noise and vibration at levels likely to cause pollution
outside the site, as perceived by an authorised officer of the Environment Agency, unless the
operator has used appropriate measures, including, but not limited to, those specified in any
approved noise and vibration management plan to prevent or where that is not practicable to
minimise the noise and vibration.
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3.5 Monitoring

3.5.1 The operator shall, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Environment Agency, undertake the
monitoring specified in the following tables in schedule 3 to this permit:

(@) point source emissions specified in tables S3.1 and S3.2.

3.6 Pests

3.6.1 The activities shall not give rise to the presence of pests which are likely to cause pollution, hazard or
annoyance outside the boundary of the site. The operator shall not be taken to have breached this
condition if appropriate measures, including, but not limited to, those specified in any approved pests
management plan, have been taken to prevent or where that is not practicable, to minimise the
presence of pests on the site.

3.6.2 The operator shall:

(a) if notified by the Environment Agency, submit to the Environment Agency for approval within the
period specified, a pests management plan which identifies and minimises risks of pollution,
hazard or annoyance from pests;

(b) implement the pests management plan, from the date of approval, unless otherwise agreed in
writing by the Environment Agency.

4 Information

4.1 Records

4.1.1 All records required to be made by this permit shall:
(@) be legible;
(b) be made as soon as reasonably practicable;

(c) if amended, be amended in such a way that the original and any subsequent amendments
remain legible, or are capable of retrieval; and

(d) be retained, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Environment Agency, for at least 6 years
from the date when the records were made, or in the case of the following records until permit
surrender:

(i) off-site environmental effects; and
(i) matters which affect the condition of the land and groundwater.

4.1.2 The operator shall keep on site all records, plans and the management system required to be
maintained by this permit, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Environment Agency.

4.2 Reporting

4.2.1 The operator shall send all reports and notifications required by the permit to the Environment
Agency using the contact details supplied in writing by the Environment Agency.

4.2.2 The operator shall, unless notice under this condition has been served within the preceding four
years, submit to the Environment Agency, within six months of receipt of a written notice, a report
assessing whether there are other appropriate measures that could be taken to prevent, or where
that is not practicable, to minimise pollution.

Notifications

The operator shall provide this
information to the Environment Agency at least 14 days before the date the monitoring is to be
undertaken.

The Environment Agency shall be notified within 14 days of the occurrence of the following matters,
except where such disclosure is prohibited by Stock Exchange rules:
